The evils result-
ing from the present system of holding
elections and of making official returns
thereof are too well understood to ne-
cessitate any explanatory remarks.

It suffices to say, we are sick, disgusted
with them and need and must have re-
lief in some way. If the present Legis-
lature will not give it, we will try to do
better and to act wiser in electing leg-
islators the next time. Those who stand
in the way now must look to their'lau-
rels.

What We Should Have Here.

We need a large sugar refinery in this
place and our business men, the men of
capital, are purblind in not having one
erected. Many of them are vending
goods to a large community of un-
thrifty people, people who work hard
all the year and come out behind at the
end of it. Mortgage is required to
cover arrearages and to secure all future
advances. The helpless debtor com-
plies and meekly tries it again. The
year ends and the moth of interest has
consumed very much of the fruits or
products of his labor. Again he falls
short, and the merchants reach out for
a stronger, firmer hold on his property ;
and this goes on until the farmer owns
nothing and is left without credit. He
then makes a sale of his farm, and buys
it back again only to be allowed to
work the elephant for the merchant.
It must be apparent that if the farmer
cannot pay out, the merchant makes
nothing, for he must get his money
back out of what the debtor farmer
produces in excess of the necessary cost
of production. The result of the
farmer's failure to pay up is ultimately
the financial embarrassment of the
merchant. Thus money becomes
scarce, and both must suffer and all
the laboring classes with them. This is
the condition of the country to-day.
Our merchants handle comparatively
little money and it follows as the night
the day that those who work for them
can get but little. The average farmer
being helpless is not in condition to aid
in putting up a refinery here. The
merchants cannot hope to get from
him what he owes them without mak-
ing it feasible for him to make money
out of his productions. It goes without
saying that there are no profits to the
farmers for cotton and rice raised by
them.

There is money in cane raising. Our
people are ready and anxious to embark
in its culture, but cannot afford to do
so as matters stand. There are not
enough refineries within facile reach to
warrant them in incurring the expense
of engaging in cane culture. In this
age of combines and trusts, they need
some kind of protection against the
tyranny of monopoly. It were wise
in our merchants and other persons of
capital to erect a large refinery here as
soon as possible. A vigorous effort
made in this direction would attract
Northern capital and they would not
he left alone to complete the work.
The people shouhl know that whilst
we in St. Landry and in olher sections
of the Slate are antffering from the lack
of money in circulation among them,
there ate millions in lie larger cities
awaiting investmenit. They should
know that there is no scarcity of money
in the United States; that it is not in
circulation simply because the in-
dustries of the people-of the laboring,
producing classes-give no guaranty'
of profitable investment. Those who
have it justly and wisely think it better
to lock it up in their coffers and in the
banks than put it where it is almost
certain to be lost.

There is not one o,f tie capitalists
whose money is thus idle, who would
not rather invest it anywhere than lose
the investment on it, if he could be
made to see a fair chance of gain-
ing by it.

The refineries everywhere have made
money, and there is as yet no reason to
doubt they may continue to do so.
This being conceded, their erection
would prove profitable to producers,
who, by industry and ordinary econo-
my, might hope to become emancipated
from the slavery of debt and thereafter
enjoy some of the luxuries of independ-
ence. Concurrently with such a result
would be the payment of the
merchants.

The town of Opelousas would be
incalculably benefited and our property
would augment in value two-fold in a
short timae. A refinery put in full and
successful operation here would neces-
sarily invite great numbers of laborers,
all of whom would necessarily contri-
bute to the trade of the merchants, and
very many of the vacant lots would be
taken up and improved by new comers.
Laborers are proverbially liberal in
their habits and the amount of money
a large number of them would expend
in this place, they being employed, is
incalculable. Large sugar refineries
necessarily employ many hands and
their consumption of food, raiment, etc.,
is great.

The facility afforded to planters for
selliig their cane will speedily lead to
its far more extended cultivation.
Then would follow an ever increasing
demand for and use of money. -Vacant
lands would be taken up and put in
cultivati6n. Implements of husbandry
would be required which could be sup-
plied only by our merchants. Land
would increase in value, carpenters
would find employment, and new im-
petus would be given to every industrial
pursuit.

We believe that witl proper effort
on our part Mr. Ferris, proprietor of
the refinery at Barbreck, could be
induced to establish a refinery here.
We ire informed that Lafayette has
failed to secure the projected refinery
for that town, and that Carencro is
now making an effort to induce Mr.
Ferris to build there, but we think that
if Opelousas, which possesses so many
advantages over either Lafayette or
Carenero, would make the proper effort,
Mr. Ferris might be induced to settle
on our town for his projected refinery.

"The Bell-Cheney Springs.

Belle Cheney Springs were named
many years ago for one of Bayou
B euf's most charming young ladies,
and though site has passed away, she
will not be forgotten, as strangers
inquire of the lady and cherish
thoughts of the story.

Titus writes a correspondent of the
Alexandria Town Talk. But this ptet-
ty story is a fable. As we have had
occasion to remark before, the name
Bell-Cheney, .'ot Belle Cheney, was
given to these springs on account of
their joint ownership at one time, by two
parties named Bell and Cheney. One of
our oldest citizens, Mr. J. J. Beauchamp,
who died here a few years ago, and
who many years before owned the
springs himself, personally assured us
of this fact. As to the proper spelling
of the words, we offer in addition this
strong circumstantial evidence:

In the Opelousas COURIER of Decem-
ber 11, 1852, an advertisement appear-
ed offering Bell-Cheney springs for
sale. This advertisement was signed
by Messrs. E. H. Martin and James
Akenhead, both educated men; and we
will say for the benefit of those who
persist in spelling the name with an
extra e and without the hyphen, that
this advertisement was headed in large
letters " Bell-Cheney Springs for Sale."

This was a very popular resort in
those days; and, to show how it was
fitted up, we quote from the advertise-
ment alluded to:

" This property is situated thirty-six
miles north of Opelousas, and the same
distance south of Alexandria, in the
pine woods, and besides the mineral
springs and baths consists of one hun-
dred and sixty acres of land.

"There are on tile premises seven
double cottages and three large houses
for the accommodation of families,
twelve cotttages for gentlemen, a large
tavern house to which is annexed a
commodious ball room, a large coffee
house, stable and store house, with
other necessary buildings.

" Besides which there is belonging to
the establishment, good and substantial
furniture worth between fifteen hun-
dred and two thousand dollars."

An Act Concerning Franklin College.

The following act has been intro-
duced in the House at the request of
parties who take a deep interest in our
High Scool, and will probably be en-
acted into a law:

AN ACT

To donate Franklin College at Opelou-
sas, Louisiana, and all the property ap-
purtenant thereto, including the one hun-
dred and five arpents of land belonging
to it, to the Board of ehool Directors of
the parish of St. Landry and to repeal any
other acts whatever relating to said prop-
erty and inconsistent herewith.

Sec. 1. Be it enacted by the Senate
and House of Representatives of the
State of Louisiana in General Assembly
convened :

That the Franklin College at Opelon-
sas, Louisiana, with all the grounds
and appurtenances thereto belonging,
and now under the control of the State
Board of Public Education in and for
the State of Louisiana, be and the
same is hereby donated to the Oresent
St. Landry Board of School Directors
and to their successors in office, to be
by said Board managed, rented, leased
or sold in such manner or quantities as
said Board may consider necessary,
prudent and wise; provided, that all
the proceeds of rents, leases or sales
thereof shall enure to the sole and ex-
clusive benefit of the present St. Lan-
dry High school, located in the town of
Opelousas, Louisiana.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted &c.,
That all laws or parts of laws in con-

flict or inconsistent with the object of
this act be and the same are hereby re-
pealed.

Sec. 8. And be it further enacted &c,,
That this act take effect from and af-

ter its passage and approval.

Hon. A. D. Lafargue, State Superin-
tendent of Public Education, has sent
us a copy of his voluminous biennial
report to the General Assembly, for
which he has our thanks. Besides the
report proper the volume contains the
proceedings of the State Board of Eda-
ciation at its session held at Baton
Rouge in May, 1898; the minutes of the
second annual convention of the Louisi-
ana State Public School Teachers' As-
sociation held at New Iberia in Decem-
ber last; the reports of Parish Super-
intendents, of Teachers' Institute Con-
ductors, &c. From the report of Insti-
tute Conductor Caldwell we extract the
following:

The Opelousas Institne began Mon-
day, June 12. The attendance of the
teachers was uniformly good, and the
zeal of the parish superintendent and
the president and members of the
School Board deserves the highest com-
mendation. The superintendent and
president were untiring in their efforts
to advance the interests of the insti-
tutes and to secure the fullest attend-
ance of teachers and the heartiest co-
operation and support of the commun-
ity. Opelousas would be an excellant
place to hold a summer school, and I
know of no city in the State where esuch
an experiment would find surer condi-
tions of success. The night meetings
were largely attended, the courtooor
being crowded to its utmost capacity at
every meeting.

Washington Letter.

From our RegularaCorrespondent.

WASnINGTON, June 18, 1894.
'Secretary Carlisle, in common with

many prominent democrats, thinks the
passage of a bill introduced by Repre-
sentative Coombs, of New York, and
now being considered by a sub-com-
nrittee of the House committee on
Banking and Currency, would be a
very desirable thing. The bill provides
fbr the appointment of a non-partisan
currency commission, which shall de-
vote the rest of this year to investiga-
t n and study of the subject and then
r port to Congress a bill for a complete
jneking, coinage and currency system

which shall come nearer to meeting the
demands of the country than what we
have at present. The authors of this
bill are C. N. Jordan, U. S. Sub-treasur-
er at New York City, and W. L. Tren-
holm, who was Controller of Currency
under the first Cleveland administra-
tion, both of whom have appeared be-
fore the committee to argue in favor of
its being favoracly reported to the
House. In view of the difference of
opinion on this subject among demo-
crats in Congress, so radical that it has
so far defeated all attempts at financial
legislation, it would seem that this bill
is one upon which men of all opinions-
could unite. It could certainly do no
harm, and, if the commission was prop-
erly made up, might do much good.

Senator Harris has to grit his teeth
and bear the unexpected delay in reach-
ing a final vote on the tariff bill as best
he can, being unable to get and keep
forty-three Senators on the floor con-
tinuously in order to force things along
faster. The republicans took advan-
tage of this to stretch the debate on
the wool schedule out of all proportions
and at this writing they are fillibuster-
ing against taking a vote upon it until
wool is taken from the free list, and the
charge is made, but will not vouch for
its correctness, that they have been in-
formed by several democrats of their
willingness, if it can be done by agree-
ment, instead of a recorded vote, to
help them get a small duty on wool.

If the evidence taken by the House
commitee on Naval affairs can be sub-
stantiated, the government should at
once cancel the contract with the Car-
negie companies for armor plate for our
war ships, and begin suits for the re-
covery of every dollar that has been
paid to those concerns for plates that
are not what they purport to be. This
would, of course, result in delaying the
completion of those ships yet to be ar-
morbd, but it would be better that they
never be completed than that the
crookedness which has been testified to
should be allowed to go unpunished.
The committee is still taking testimony.
It (ill probably be necessary to remove
plates from a number of the ships in
order to ascertain whether witnesses
have told the truth or not, and that
will consume considerable time, and
make it. impossible for the committee
to conclude the investigation in time
to report during the present session of
Congress.

Every Senator at present in Wash-
iogton, except Quay, of Pennsylvania,
has declared under oath that he neither
speculated in nor gave information to
others to be used in speculating in the
stock of the sugar trust. Quay says he
hag been speculating in sugar stock
wilenever he felt like it and that he is
going to continue. The evidence did
not surprise any sensible person, but
all .the same it was wise in the investi-
gating committee to examine all the
Senators beginning with themselves;
it closes the months of the buncombe
speakers and writers who have been
continually asking " why not swear the
Senatorse ?

We observe that some people who
ought to know better still persist in
spelling Ville Plate with two t's. Plat is
a French word, and like petit, grand,
&c., is converted into the feminine gen-
der by the simple addition of an e.
How would petitte and grandde look
Besides being the proper way to spell
it, Plate is the simplest way-hence the
way all should adopt.
