Supreme Court.

The supreme Court of Louisiana
opened here on Monday last, three only
of the judges being present, to-wit:
Chief Justice Nicholls and Associate
Justices Breaux and Miller. We did
not learn why Justices McEuery and
Watkins were not present, but presume
of course there was a good reason for
it. The docket was short. We noticed
the presence of a goodly number of vis-
iting lawyers, to wit: Judge Taylor
Beattie of Lafourche, Mi'se and Hall
from New Orleans, Weeks & Burke
from New Iberia, Judge Mentz from
Franklin, Bourges from Abbeville, O'-
Bryan & Pujo and W. F. Schwing flour
Lake Charles, and Mouton fronm La-
fayette.

We seriously regret that this is to be
the last term of the Supreme Court at
this place. Ever since the organization
of our government its sessions have
been held here annually, and we have
come to regard the Court as a necessary
feature of Opelousas' make-up. The
pleasures of seeing the judges and the
men of learning of the legal fraternity
from mauny circumjacent parishes of
the State have always been anticipated
with satisfaction, and all of us are sad-
dened by the fact that they are ended.

We think the Legislature has erred.
As great as our pride of New Orleans is,
we are decidedly opposed to its absorp-
tiou of all the advantages derivable
from periodical intercourse and social
communion with the many of the intel-
lectual and refined men of the State.

While we submit to the law-to the
i )evitable.-we would have it under-
stood that we derive no pleasure from
our deprivation, ar}4 that we would
change it if we could.

On Dangerous Ground.

The press of this State which suppot t
ed Gov.

At the time when $lackstone lived it
was considered absolutely necessary
that any person ambitious to represent
his constituency in Parliament should
have a general knowledge of the laws
under which he lived; in default of
which he was supposed to be wholly un-
fit for such occupation. Commenting
thereon the learned author says :

" Most gentlemen of considerable property at
some period or other in their lives are ambi-
tious of representing their country in Parlia-
ment; and those who are ambitious of receiv-
ing so high a trust would also do well to re-
member its nature and importance. They are
not thus honorably distinguished from the rest
of their fellow subjects, merely that they may
privilege their persons, their estates or their
domestics; that they may list under party ban-
ners; may grant or withhold supplies; may vote
with or vote against a popular or unpopular
administration ; but upon considerations far
more interesting and important. They are the
guardians of the English constitution; the
makers, repealers and interpreters of the
English laws; delegated to watch, to check,
and to avert every dangerous innovation, to
propose, to adopt and to cherish any solid and
well weighed improvement; bound by every
tie of nature, of honor and of religion, to
transmit that constitution and those laws to
posterity amended it possible without dero-
gation. And how unbecoming must it appear
in a member of the r-gislature to vote for a
new law, who is utterly ignorant of the old!
What kind of interpretation can he be enabled
to give, who is a stranger to the text upon
which he comments. indeed it is perfectly
amazing that there should be no other state of
life, no other occupation, art, or science in
which some method of instruction is not looked

almost every art commercial or mechanical:
a long course of reading and study must form
the oivine, the physician, and the practical
professor of the laws: but every man of
superior fortune thinks himself born a legisla-
tor. Yet Tully was of a different opinion; it is
necessary says he 'for a senator to be
thoroughly acquainted with the Constitution;'
and this he declares, is a knowledge of the
most extensive nature; a matter of science, of
diligence, of reflection; without which no sena-
tor can possibly be fit for his oimce."

In your next issue we will give the
qualifications notw required of our legis-
lators, and the great improvement result-
ing from the latter method. The bene-
ficial effects of this new departure from'the old order of things are so widespread

and manifold that justice cannot be
done the subject in the space allotted
me; hence I desist until next wepk.

Washington Letter.

From our Regular Correspondent.
WASHINGTON, July 2, 1894.

Chairman Wilson, of the House
Ways and Means commnittee, is on
handl, apparently completely restored to
health, readly to take charge of the
tariff bill as soon as it gets back to the
House. Like the skillful commander
he has shown himself to be Mr. Wil-
son declines to publicly express his own
opinion of the Senate amendments to
the bill or to say what lie thinks will be
the result of the conference on those
amendmenlts. Whatever position taken
by the coniferees on the part of the
House, who will, of course, be headed
by Chairman Wilson, will be the result
of mature consideration on the part of
Speaker Crisp and the leading demo-
crats of the House, with whom Mr.
Wilson has been in almost constant
consultation since his return to Wash-
ington. The one prominent democrat
who has been entirely left out of these
consultations is President Cleveland,
and lihe has been left out in accordance
with his own wishes. He does not
wish to have it said that he took sides
wilth either the House or Senate in
what may be a quickly settled friendly
controversy or may develop into a bit-
ter wrangle. H'owever, no one who is
at all familiar with President Cleve-
land's public utterances, not to mention
his piivate conversations, on the tariff
question, can have any doubt as to
which of the two-the original Wilson
b:il or the amended Senate bill-he pre-
fers. There are good reasons for the
belief that tilhe democrats of the House
wil! stand up for the original Wilson
bill, and it can be set down as certain
that the protection amendments of the
Senate will nevetr be accepted in their
present shape. There is no longer any
talk of even anu attempt being made to
have the House agree to all of the
Senate amenudments in bulk. There
never was any foundation for such talk,
beyond the imaginations of some peo-
ple who would like to see the matter
disposed of inr that way.

The Georgians in Congress are begin-
ning to get somewhat worked up over
the election of a Senator to succeed Mr.
Walsh. Whent, Speaker Crisp declined
the proffered appointment to fill tihe
unexpired term of tihe late Senator Col-
quilt, it was generally supposed that he
thereby secured what the boys call
"a lead pipe cinch" on the full term,
a~lthough it was then known that Rep-rcsentative Turner would probably he

a candldate. Several days ago, how-
ever, Senator Walsh made a manly
announcement of his candidacy.
Speaker Crisp has not indicated wheth-
er hie will be a candidate or not, and
one of his closest personal friends has
just assured me that Mr. Crisp has not
yet decided the matter.

Two New York bankers of promni-
nence had an experience in Washing-
too several days ago that will probably
make them more careful in the future
about believing every statement they
see in the newspapers of tihe class
which make a practice of printing the
sensation first andti ascertaining its
truthfulness afterwards. A newspaper
of this class had a story to the efect
that the President would gladly issue
another $50,000,000, of bonds if he were
certain they could be placed without
trouble. These two bankers filled with
patriotism and a desire to profitably
invest the money of their customers
came at once to Washington and went
to the White House, where they pro-
ceeded to surprise President Clevelanod
by ,offering to take that entire bond
issue. Mr. Cleveland assured them
that there was not the slightest founda-
tion for the bond issue story; that the
administration had not contemplated
any forther issue of bonds and that
there was no reason in anything now
known to expect that thfere would be
any necessity for the question to be
considered-at any time. in the future.
Surely that ought to be sufficient to
settle the matter, bat all the same that
bond issue story wilk continue to be
printed in one form or another, as it has
been from time to time, by those who
know its falsity.KnOW IW LiLIBI'3.
