f Last Tuesday's elections resulted in

a a sweeping Republican victory and the
majority of that party in the next Con-r gress will be very large-probably 100
or 120. New York, Indiana, Illinois and
other States carried by the Democratstwo years ago have gone overwhelm-
s ingly Republican, while from the Re-
publican States of New England large
Republican gains are reported. It was
a veritable landslide, almost equal to
the revolution of 1874 when an over-whelming Democratic majority was
sent to the House to checkmate a Re-
publican President and Senate. Hill of
course is defeated, and so is Wilson, of
West Virginia, the author of our pres-ent tariff law. But Hill will retain his
seat in tile Senate and Wilson will pro-
bably occupy a seat in that body, which
will be almost equally divided between
the Democrats and Republicans, with
the Populists holding the balance of
power. The N. O. Times-Democrat of
the 7th closes an article on the subject
as follows:

The results of the. election are less
momentous than might appear from the
size of the Republican victory. The
Republicans will have the new House;
but forlill that they will be perfectly
helpless. They can block all Demo-
cratic legislation; but, on the other
hand, they cannot originate or carry
through any laws of their own.

Thie people have thought it advisable
to stop all flurther tariff tinkering and
partisan legislation by giving each of
the two great plrties control. of one
ot the branches of Ciingress, and thus
tying their hlands. VWe will have very
little partisan legislation lor the next
two years. But ibeyond acting as a
check to the Democrats, we do not see
what the Republicans have gained by
their victory. They have secured no
offices or patronage; they have not
made themselves any stronger, but
have probably weakened themselves,
for the people will expect some relief
and they can give none. Could the
tidal wave have been delayed two years
it would have proved a great help to
the Republicans; but, as it is, the vic-
tory is a barreu aid premature one.
The Republican party has greater re-
sponsibility on its shoulders, has the
control of one branch of Congress con-
fided to it, but it is impotent, unable to
do anything for the people or for itself.

If the Democracy learns wisdom by
its defeat it will be all the stronger for
tihe great tight of 1896.

Speaking of the mat-
ter, civil service Commissioner Procter,
who is naturally much pleased at the
extension, said: " You may expect
more of the same sort. There are
further extensions in contemplation
that only await the arrangement of
minor details, which will be perfected
at approaching conferences between
this Commission and the heads of the
several departments."

The excitement in Europe over the

approaching death of the czar is due to
the fact that the army, which in Russia
stands for public opinion, is known to
be strongly in favor of war, and that
little or nothing is known of the
character of the czarewitch, or about
his state of mind, except that he does
not want to be czar. The Nihilists, if
they have accomplished nothing else,
have succeeded in making the head of
the state terribly uncomfortable, so
that everybody naturally shrinks from
the place. It cannot be occupied with-
out endless precautions which make
life a kind of slavery. Then, also, the
growing complexity of modern society,
the multiplication of interests, of dan-
gers, necessities and tribulations are
making the life of an autocrat-that is,
of a man who tries to be the govern-
ment-almost unbearable. The czar is
the only sovereign of our day who in-
sists on being an old-fashioned mon-
arch, and the effort has probably had
much to do with killing him, though
helped, it is said, by champagne-the
most delightful of wines, but, in the
long run, the deadliest. But one thing
he did successfully: he kept the peace,
in spite of endless pressure from the
generals who wanted promotion and
decorations. Russia wants the Balkan
peninsula and Constantinople, France
wants Alsace-Lorraine and Egypt-two
standing dangers to peace-and the
world is wondering what will happen
when the best friend of peace is gone.
The worry of the situation is increased
in England by great uncertainty as to
the powers of the fleet. All the experts
are trying to extract lessons from the
naval fight between the Chinese and
Japanese, but the only thing which
appears clearly is the terrible effect of
modern guns on modern ironclads, and
the extraordinary capacity of ironclads
for instantaneous sinking. Nothing
seems to go to the bottom of the sea
with the alacrity of a "battle-ship," and
as a rule the crew go down with her.

The Cost of a Bale of Cotton.

The Henderson (Texas) Times item-
ises the cost of a hale of cotton, as
follows:

"A bale of cotton weighing 500
pounds and of good grade will bring in
the market $25.00. It is worth $7.50 to
pick it. It is worth on an average $3.50
to haul it to the gin and to market, the
bagging and ties cost 65 cents. These
items Imake $11.65, which subtracted
from $25 00 leaves $12 35. It will take an
average of three acres to produce a bale
of cotton. To cultivate three acres will
require a man, mule and plow twelve
days $1.50 per day or $18.00,. six days of
hoeing, 75 cents per day. $4.50. Total
for cultivation $22 40. Total expenses
of producing and marketing one bale of
cotton $34.15."

Now let us take it for granted that
the seed will pay the taxes on said
stock and land, or the rent, if rented.
According to the above statement,
which is no doubt a fair estimate, the
cotton grower comes out $9.15 behind
on the bale and yet he will persist in
growing cotton until his land either
becomes the property of the commis-
sion merchant or is sold for taxes.-
