; mills from New England to the South,
 which has recently attracted so much
attention, continues, aoid is likely to
continue, until the ol dndestriea of
the conuntry centre; as tnéy shionl@do, in
the sunny home of the cotton plant.

On the 234 ultimo the Herald report-
t ed the decision of two of the strongest
cotton will companies of Massachusetts,
to buaild two large ractories in Ihe
Svuth, each costing half a million of
dollars or more. Last week, it was
reported, throe of the largest manualac-
turing corporations of Lowell, Muas.,
asked the Massachvzetts Legislature to
g0 amend their charters thar they may
do business in the South, The superior
business facilitics in the cottun Stales
tor maoufacturing cotton eloths, eheet-
ings, bapgging, drillings and coarse
giughams have becomes so apparent of
late that tiwe Fall River and other
| Northern eentres of cotton manntacture
[ are guite exercised abont the ehavged
sitnation. A Fall River telegram,
which the Hetald printed on Mooday,

* Fall River millmen, who have been
forced unwillingly to recoznize the fact
that the Soath has already become a
factor of no mean importance io the
manufactare of cotton cloth, are not
disposed to look lightly at the prospeets
of keener cowmpetition in the future.
In balt a dozen years enough spindles
have been placed in Southern mills to
represent one-sixth of the entive nnm-
ber in the country. Previcus to the
time mentioned the Soeuth contained
bat ove-fifteenth of the spindles of the
United States,”

Duriog the last four years the num-
ber of Scuthern mills has increased
from 350 to 400, and the capital invested
from 261,000,000 to §97,000,000. No bet-
ter evidence could be afforded of the
fact that the cotton manufacturing
interests of the North are destined to
seek ere long the more congenial, more
convenient and more economical field
tor their development in the eanntry
south of the Potomac,

The advaotages of this travsfer are
obvious. In the tirst place, the chief
raw waterial is more eheaply obtained
by the Soutliern will, and the saviog in
the eost of ita trapsportation mnost
always be a serious consideration with
the manafucturer. The bright Sonth-
ern climate is much more favorable to
the benlth of operatives than the rigor-
one climate of New Enpgland. Labor
in the Soutl is also more steady and
cheaper than in the Norih. But there
is still another and important considers-
tion in faver of the Sonth as the chief
agat of onr eotton manufactares, which
seems Lo have been overlooked. The
statistics of the Treasury Depurtment
show that 93 per cent of all cotton
clotha, colored and uncolored, exported
from the United States, go to the
conntries sitnated aouth of the fortieth
degree of uorth latitnde, or to eountries
whose chief seaports are nearer Not-
folk avd Charleston than Bosten. The
development of oor export trade in
cotton piece gonds must for many yeara
be looked for chiefly in the markets of
Mezxico, Central apd South America,
the West Iodies, Africa and Clipa.
Anpd these foreign markets can be more
easily reached from the seapurts of the
South than from any seaport of New
Eogland. If Awmerican eottous are to
compete in foreign markets with thoss
of Earope they must utilize all these
advantages.

Old England, by means of her fres
trade poliey, is now enabled to import
annually, 1,700,000,000 pounds of ¢otton
(mustly from the United States), out of
which she mapufactures yarns and
piece goods of the value of $£500,000,000,
Of this total prodaction of cotton goods
sbe exports and eells anoually in forsign
markets an amount valued at about
$325,000,000. Nothing but our * protec-
tive” tariffs prevent the United States
from reapiog the vast profits which our
free trade rival reaps from the manu-
faeture of American cotton, OF course
we can never hope to do this while our
* protectioniat” asyatem is retained.
The very means we have adopted to
shut oot fereign manufactures from oor
markets have pecessarily shut us out of
the warkets of the world. We can
never sell treely to other countriea from
whoem we refuss to by freely.
