Bothi these bhuihlings are in ruins;
but there is another celebrated edifice,
lahowever, that still seems capable rofa defying Time for many years to come.
It is the old Cat lhedral in which Colum-I bus is buried, and is the largest and
i most maugnificent onea in thie West
i Indies. T o th e r i

ght of the grand altar,
between two sleeping lions, is a tomb
from wlhiclh the marble slab has been
renmoved. 'I'This is where Columbus was
buried originally.

I When San Domiugo passed from the
Spanlish possaession, it was agreed that
the hones of Columbus should be re-
moved to Havana, where it is generally
supposed they are now buried; but the
people dclng to his rcnmains with a
reverence which we must hope palliat-
ed, if it did not excuse, their deception,
for they stole his bones, removed them
to a cave under the Bishop's own house,
and replaced them with other bones,
not so sacred. The trick worked very
well and when they came to dig him
up, the bIones and chains were found
intact andl removed to the Cathedral at
Havana.

A long time afterwaid the real bones
were replaced in the old Cathedral, but
in a different place. They are now in
a large cell behind the altar, with but
a single door leading into it. This door
is an immense iron-grate one with three
different locks to it. One key is kept
by the Bishop; one by the President of
tile Repnublic, and tile third by the
Prime Minister.

It is only on special occasions of
ceremony that this door is opened, as
all three of these high officials have to
consent to it.

Last winter while we lay off the city,
it was opened in hoanor of the Admiral
and officers of the Arnetican squadron,
and we had a chance of examining
them very closely.

We do not claim to be able to tell in
every case, who it was that wore a par-
ticular set of bones; or that even in
this case our decision is final; but we
did decide that these bones looked as
much as though they might have been
Columbus' as aniy other person's we
know of.

Try this experiment. Take a piece
of sheet copper and another piece of
sheet zinc which you can obtain at a
tinner's sahop. Place these five feet-
more or less-apai t in tile soil where
you plant vegetable seeds. Connect
the two pieces of mi'tal by a copper
wire burying all so tlhat the wire will be
one to four inches undiiler the surface of
tile soil andl in chse coanection withl
the roots of tile vegetables. Keep the
soil damlp about tihe pieces of metal.
This will cause a growth in the vege-
tables fromr one to tell times more
rapidl and extensive thaan if left to the
ordinary process.-Ex.

It only took ninety dlays
to plant, cultivate and nmarket the
potatoes.
