“Batneday afternoon while the Pay-
master amd 1 were in the cily looking
after some busineas, we were invited by
a gentleman to go with him to his farm
ot in Spain, o distance of about eleven
miles, We accepted and went ashore
Sunday morning about 10:30.

They were pac-
ivg up and down their beets with that
gteadiness and regularity that is 8o ad-
mirable in wilitary organizations,

“ Onourright new was the grand roek
of Gibraltar. The city, you sce, is bailt
aronnd the base of the rock, Lot prinei-
pally oo the porth audwest sides, and ex-
tends well up oo the edge; on the east
side isa small fishivg village. Forabent
two miles aronnd the rock, and scatter-
ed everywhere about it from half-way
up to the top, 1300 feet above the sca,
are large galleries where cannon of all
deseriptions lie hid and ready to fire in
any direction upon a hostile torce. The
large holes seem to yawn at one a8 you
pass by close enough to distingnish
them.
