This bold and manly stand, taken
vearly two yeara betore the election,
natarally eommended itself to the white
people who were irterested more in
good government and good order than
in the guestion as to who shonld fill the
offices, and many elubs were soou or-
ganized thronghont the parish to propa-
gate the policy determived npon.  After
holdiog Laek from this mavement for a
time, other Democratic leaders, reeog-
nizing that the great mass of the white
peuple Favered white primaries, at a
meeting held at Dorio’s take last Jaly,
also dechued for this methmd of pomi
aling the cardidates of tha Democralic
party.

Time wore on, and peace, quiet and
good order prevailed everywhere.

The ravages of a cotton insect pest
known as the Mexican weevil were so
gront in Sonthern Texns last year that
fenrs are entertaived that it may extend
depredations to all the eotton stutes.
The ecotton intervets are aronsed to the
importapce of the matier, aml the
aduption of remedies for thedestraction
of the pest are being mought after.
Poizon which destroys other ipscets has
no effeet on this one,. benee it has ex-
tended rapidiy.

How to arrest tho ravagesof the new
enemy of the fleecy staple is the prob-
lewn which is worryiog the cotton in-
terests. The legislnture has been ap-
pealed to auathorize an invesligation
with & view to ascertaining the lest
means of combatting the pest, bat has
as yet douwe nothing.
