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Constitutional Convention.

Appearances now flatter our hope forthe alling of a Constitutional Conven-
tion. Four years ago we advocated the
prppriety and necessity of it, and arest 'I for it.

Not to say anything about the sufflrage
question, the present Couisitution is ingreat need of remodeling. It has been
amended so often that it has become apiece of Mosaic wolk that tno one can
understand, or even get to read it with-
out searching through the State Legis-lature for a period of sixteen years.
Tile Democratic party is in full posses-
sion of all the departments of the State
government, and there is absolutely
nothing in the way of calling the Con-
vention, unless it be tile fear that somie,
or rather iany of the officials, may be
relegated to private life. We are
deeply concerned to know what kind
of election laws can he framed, which
can be successfully administered so as
to prevent frauds and false returns.
We are unable to understand how a pen-
pie who are not as good as tleir laws,
would have theln can be prevented
from violating them. The law against
hlomtcede is perfectly good, but men
will kill one another, and so on throughl
the whole criminal code. 'I'To success-
fully avoid violations of any class of
laws, people must be willing to have
them enforced. The people must obey
willingly, or the law becomes practi-
cally neutral.

On Monday mornilg Sheriff Foutenot
read the death warrant to Jean Baptisle
Chevis and Willie Chevis. Thile Sheriff
entered the prisoners' cell at ten o'clock
a. m., accompanied by two other per-
sons. The Chevis boys were found in a
corner of their cell; when the Sheriff
proceeded at once to the reading of the
warrant, during whichl the two doomed
mlen stood, thes' were solemn, but
showed no signs of excitement. Imme-
diately after this reading. Jean Bap-
tist Chevis asked the Sheriff if the an-
thorities would furnish them the nlecs8-
sary clothing to wear on the day of the
execution, and being answered in the
affirmative, he then told the Sheriff that
he wished that they he fi risled black
slippers for the execution. At this
juncture, the father of the doomed
imen entered the cell anil asked the
Sheriff if the family would bte atllowed
to take tile bodies after the execution,
and being told yes, lie thon inquired
wlhat would be done with tile' bodies in
tile event the tamnily did not claimi
them. Jean/BaDtiste Chevis is thirty
years old; his brother Willie is only
seventeen. They are unomarried. Both
are negroes, but their father was al-
ways free. They were convicted of
niurdering Dr. Cyurtney at Coule
Croche last fall.

By Tuesday evecling the gallows was
erected, and aill preparations were madel3
to carry out the sentence of the law,
but on Wednesday Gov. Foster grant.edl
a reprieve to the two accused. Chas. F.
Garland, Esq., attorney of the accused,
had been in Baton Rouge, andll the re-
prieve is the result of his efforts. As
we understand it, the reprieve is grant-
ed in ordier to allow the case to be pre-
sented to the State Board of Pardons
on an appl icaton for IIa ,oml utatiol of
sentence to life irmpt isonitent in the
penitentiary.

Judge Dupre's Charge.

SIn his charge to the Grand Jury at
the opening of the Conrt at Crowley on
the 1st inst., Judge Gilbert L. Dupr6
said :

Gentlemen of the Jury :-As the presiding
judge of this court it is incumbent upon met under the law to charge you as to your duties
as members of the grand inquest of this parish.

Before dolng so, I d•esire to congratulate the
people of this parish upon the orderly and
quiet. manner in which the election just held
-was conducted. Wltl Acadian simplicity and
.AnglosSaxon firmness your people made their
canvass upon lines of "'Equal rights to all, spe-
cial privileges to none." and side by side in
touch with one another walked to the polls
and deposited your ballots for the candidates of
your choice.

No trusty Winchester, no effective Colt, no
new made graves, no nights of vigil and hours
of dangers were necessary to the enforcement
of this right.

You recognized that the end of all govern-
ment is to protect the citzen in the enjoyment
of life, liberty and property, and that when it
assumed other functions it was usurpation and
oppression; and further, that "it is only when
the laws are enforced and obeyed, when rights
are observed and respected, and when the citi-
zen can feel that he is secure in his person and
property so long as he does no wrlOg to others,
that there can be peace,'good order and pros-
perity in the land."

In striking contrast with this witness the
other parishes, notably the muother parish, St.
Landry, where the failure to enforce the law
converted the entire parish into a military
camp, brought contumely and shame upon its
people, blazoning to the world outrages and
crimes which stand as a monument of reproach
and everlasting disgrace to a fair people
reared under the influenc of a Christian civili-
zation.

The election over, it is to be hoped that
peace broods over the land. The embers of
hate, the private animosities engendered un-
der such conditions are fast dying out, and the
earnest desire of all good citizens is that we
uay never more witness suchi scenes as have
characterized the last campaign in some of the
parishes.

Let this serve as an object lesson to our peo-
ple. Remuember that no nan or set of men can
violate the law without incurring a penalty-
that "public offlice it a public trust" to be ad-
ministered according to law, faithfully and
impartially, with an eye single to the public
good regardless of consequences.
