Ascension has a new license or-
dinance. It has also a new road
ordinance from which much good
is expected. The new road sys-
tem, which provides for the pur-
chase of teams, road machines
and implements for working the
public thoroughfares, under the
direetion of three district boards,
who are to employ inspectors,
foreman and laborers. Besides
a 1-mill tax on the assessable
property of the parish, a per
capita tax of $1 per annum is im-
posed on the male inhabitants of
the parish between the ages of
eighteen and fifty-five, and an an-
nual tax of from 50 cents to $1
on all vehicles used on the public
rends of the pariah.
