about.

Hundreds of North Louisiana
farmers have refused this season
to make any waiver of their home-
stead exemptlion and the erops of
that seetion being reported good
and heing produced with far less
eredit than usual, it is believed
that the erop once made and har-
vested, the hill parishes of North
Louisiana will find themselves
hetter off financially than ever
before in their history.
