II. H. Hargrove who was re-
cently sent to the New England
States by the N. 0. Picayune to
investigate the workings of the
great cotton mills of that section,
has secured much valuable infor-
mation on the subject, and among
other things says:

"The trip to New England is
made with the view to throwing
any light wv h may be possible
on the great i dustry which con-
cerns the people of the eight cot-
ton growing states. It may he
well to recall the primary fact
that New England is composed of
the following extreme Eastern
States: Maine, New Hampshire,
Vermont, Massachusetts, Cen-
necticut and Rhode Island. The
entire six states contain an area
of 36,465 square miles, which is
only three quarters of the size of
Louisiana, and yet the assessed
wealth in 1890 represented nearly
$4,000,000,000. Louisiana at that
time represented $226,000,000 of
assessed wealth. Louisiana grows
cotton and New England has for
a century been manufacturing cot-
ton.

"New England, though only
three quarters the size of Louisi-
ana, has four times the popula-
tion, but twenty times its wealth.
Louisiana had in 1890 2,613 man-
ufacturing enterprises, while Con-
necticut had 6,822, Main had 5,040,
Massachusetts 26,923, New Hamp-
shire 3,229, Rhode Island 3,377
and Vermont 3,031. Thus com-
bined they had a total of 48,422
manufacturing establishments. A
large number of these represent-
ed cotton, wool, hides and timber,
which came from Louisiana. Of
this number 456 were cotton man-
ufacturing establishments, ope-
rating 11,000,0000 spindles and
paying in wages alone $54,000,000.

"Louisiana that year grew 659.-
130 bales of cotton and received
about $33,000,000 for the crop.
Estimating that each hand miade
four bales, we find that it required
145,000 persons to grow a crop of
360,000 bales, netting an average
for wages and all expenses and
supply for family $33,000,000.

"The census shows that 148,-
718 cotton factory operators,
mostly women and children, re-
ceive4 for wages that same year
$54,000,000.

"Let us draw a wholesome les-
son from these tale-telling fig-
ures and go to work to organiz-
ing our mills.

The Eden of Louisiana.

A party of promlinent journal-
ists representing the New Eng-
land Newspaper League malde a
trip through Louisiana a few
mionths ago and i theired imost
valuable niforiiation on the ad-
vantages anid r'eourc: of tr se('-
tion, which has been tranusm -
to the Northern pelople through
the journals represented. The
follon ing is an extract fronm an
article on Southwest Louisiana
published in the Boston Traveler,

'in!ributed by one of these news-
paper men. It is a truthful pic-
ture f the land of Evangeline as
it appears to-day:

The soil along the region that
has been described is of exraordi-
nary fertility, and many of its
old plantations were accounted
forty years ago as valuable as any
in the South. The Gulf coast is
about forty miles to the South,
and the Gulf breeze which waft
nortward the year around deli-
ciously temper the climate and
caress away wrinkles from the
brow of care. Longfellow fitly
describes it when he wrote:
"Beautiful is the land with its prairies and for-

est •and fruit trees,
Under the feet of a garden of flowers, and the

bluest of heaven
Bending above, and resting its doume on the

walls of the forest,
They who dwell there have named it the 'Eden

of Louisiana'."

"The prairie lands of South-
west Louisiana are as fine for
grazing as the much discussed
wooland pastures of Kentucky,
and are frequently broken by
groves of trees and miles andti
miles of grand forests. The soil
is so fertile and the climate so fe-
cundite, that to quote one Aca-
dian, "you can grow hedges here
almost as soon as you can build
fences." The herds that inhabit
the pasture lands are the sleekest
kind the writer has ever seen, anti
the crops are not confined to su-
gar and rice : it is a land where
all the trees, shrubs, fruits, ce-
reals and grasses grown in the
semi-tropical antl temperate lati-
tudes can he giown, two. It is
also the home of peaches, pears,
nectarines, plums, apples, quinces,
grapes, figs, lersimumons, l.poule-
granites, oranges and the citron.
It seams strange to the stranger
that the rest of the world should'
know so little of the earthly par-
adise locally known as Acadia, St.
Landry, Lafayette, St. Mary, St.
Martin, Iberia, Vermillion, Cal-
casieu and Cameron parishes.

gold democ|ratic presidential tick-
et in the t~J ext year. No such
mlovemellnt is linown aionlg Denm-
ocrats, and no such action is ex-
pected to get tle support of any
considerable number of I)emo-
crats, because they all know
that it is not beit,g instigated by
Democrats, but `1y Republicans,
whose only object is to draw sup-
port away from the regular Dem-
ocratic. ticket. A number of
Democrats who took part in or-
ganizing the Palmer and Buckner
movement, have since acknowl-
edged their mistake and their re-
gret, and expressed their inten-
tion to stand by the regular nom-
inations hereafter, because the
Democratic party as a whole
stands for most of the things they
believe in. Although Republi-
can money is likely to be freely
used to bring about such a con-
dition, there is absolutely noth-
ing in sight at this time to indi-
cate the nomination of a gold
Democratic ticket next year.

There is much shaking and
quaking in the old Alger clique in
the War Department, because of
a rumor, which seems to have
foundation, that Secretary Root,
who is now in Washington, pro-
paratory to being sworn in to-
morrow and taking charge in-
tends to reorganize the War De-
partment from bottom to top.
Certainly no other department of
the government needs a thorough
re-organization more than the
one over which Mr. Root has been
chosen to preside, but the clique
is powerful and Secretary Root
may find himself unable to over-
throw the Algerites. If he is
wise he will get Gen. Miles on his
side, by restoring him the au-
thority of which he was deprived
by Alger.
Attorney-General GTriggs, before

going off on his summer vacation,
shattered the hopes of numerous
persons who thought they had
everything fixed to secure valuable
Porto Rican concessions from the
War Department, by rendering
opinions upon three specific con-
cessions,-the right to use the
water power of the river Plata, the
right to build and operate a tram-
way, and the right to build and
control, for all time, piers and
wharves at Ponce. These opin-
ions take the ground that all such
concessions were the crown prop-
erty of Spain, and sums them all,
apparently all other public con-
cessions on the island, up, as fol-
lows: "As crown property, they
were, by the treaty of cession,
transferred by Spain to the U. S.
of America, and are now a part
of the public domain of that na-
tion. I do not know of any right
or power which the Secretary" of
War or the President has to alien-
ate in perpetuity, any of the pub-
lic domain of the U. S., except in
accordance with acts of Congress,
duly passed with reference there-
to." This is understood to be a
hint to Alger of the power of the
administration to make trouble
for him and his business friends,
who are heavily interested in
some Cuban deals, if he attempts
to antagonize the administration.

Representative Griffith, who
represents the Indiana district
which sent the late Judge Hol-
man to Congress for so many
years, said of politics in his State,
and he knows: "Indiana will
send to the Democratic National
.Convention a ~olid Bryan dele-
gation. The men who were for
Mr. Bryan and the Chicago plat-
form in 1896, have not weakened
in their faith regarding either. I
am one of those who believe in
the indestructability of the prin-
ciples of Democracy, and though
the party may suffer temporary
defeat, it is sure to regain as-
cendency, for it represents bet-
ter than any other political or-
ganization the true interests of the
people. The predominant issue
in 1900 is very apt to be war upon
the trusts, and upon this, the
Democrats will be in far better
position than their opponents.
The voters of the country cannot
be deluded by anti-trust declara-
tions of the Republican conven-
tion;- they understand that there
is no real antagonism between the
leading men of that party and the
trusts, but on the contrary, the
closest intimacy exists, seeing
that most of the influential Re-
publicans are thoroughly identi-
lied with combines and monopo-
lies. We had a great chance in
1896, and we came very near suc-
cess, and we will have just as good
a chance in 1900. I see nothing
in the situation that is dicourag-
ing to Democrats, but on the con-
trary much that betokens a win-
ning campaign."
