Capt. L. D. Prescott is the sole
survivor. Sl)eaking of ('apt. Pres-
cott reminds us that it has been
claimed-and we have never
heard the claim seriously dispu-
ted--that his command, the rem-
nant of a cavalry regiment, which
imcluded Mr. Anderson, was the
last armed Confederate force to
surrender, he having lowered his
flag some time in June, 1865. Be

Fire in New lberia.

At 6 o'clock p. ui. last Tuesday
a very disastrous and destructive
fire broke out in the center or
business portion of New Iberia,
and the weather having been dry
for several weeks with a strong
east wind p)revailing, it soon
got beyond control ,of the
firemen. The fire department
having been reinforced by the
Jeanetette, Lafayette and St.
Martinville companies, succeeded
in checking the fire, but not un-
til damage to the extent of $500,-
000 had been suffered.

The fire originated in Estorge's
drugstore by the explosion of a
lamp.

A. Ross, wholesale dry goods and
groceries retail, $25,000; New
Iberia National and State Bank,
loss of fixtures and furniture, etc.
