Waval War Records.

Mrs. Leonce Sapdoz, President of
Gordan Chapter No. 134, U. D. C,, is in
reeeipt of the following eirenlsr issued
h{ the U. S, Navy Departmeat, office
of library and naval war rooords, ab
Washington, D. C., aud requc -is us to
slate that she will take ploisure im|
trapsmitting any documents bearing |
on the sabject that any of our readers
may wish to contribate. The circalar,
which explains itself, is as followa:
“Offico of Library and Naval War

- Records, Navy Depariment,

Washington, D, G, March 26, 1900. ’
Dear. Madam—The Office of Naval
War Records in the Navy Department
has been engaged for some years In
eompiling and pablishing the recordaof
the Union and Confederate navies du-
ring the war of 1861-65. e
“Your assistance in eblaining ovigin-
ala of all exiating Confederate recordsis
earnestly roguesied. The avehives of
the Confederate navy wera in great part
destrayed at the close of the war, and its
history ean only bLe made up from sneh
papers as may etill remain in the posses-
ston of individaal officers or their fami-
lies. It is in the highest degree deair-
able that these papers shonld, aa far as
possible, bo t ansmitted to the depart-
ment, to bo embodiad in the work now
in eourse of publication. In many cases
this has been done, and very valnable
additions have thus been made to the
reeard. Maoch more, however, remains
to bedone, and nnlesa the deficiency can
be supplied the varrative of many eper-
ationg of importance will remain‘ineom-
plete. “In jnstice to the acters them-
selves in the great atruggle, it is import-
ant that this correspondevce should, be
embodied in the publication, in order
that all who participated in the war may
take their place iu history. 1 therefore
ask that if you have in yonr posgersion
eopies of latters, roports, returas or offi-
cial docnmenis of any kind whatever re-
lating to Confederate naval operalious,
‘whether in the form of press copies, lei-
tor . books, journals, log books, loose
files or other memoranda, ineluding pho-
tographs aud plans of vessels, ete, vou
will kindly transmit them to moat the
above address, and that yen will give e
any assiatance in your power towarid
getting information or documents from
others. I am aunthorized to sav that ilie
expense of trapsmission will be boroe
by the department, and that all papers,
aller having been copied, will be re-
tarned o the owner if he so desires.
“Smail packages of papers may bo
sent by mail under a frank, which will
be enclosed to yon on reguest, and lar-
ger packages by express. .
“1t is hoped that all who ate interested
in the snbjeet, and are in a position to
further it, will give their hearly co-oper-
ation toward seeuring the falleat "and
moat acenrate record possible.
