Senator Morgan, in the minority
report of the Committee on Foreign
Relations on the resolution declar-
ing that the ratification of the Hay-
Panncefoto treaty is not a condi-
tion precedent to the counstroetion
of the Nicaragua Canal, and that
the U. 8. should proceed with the
work regardless of the Clayton-
Bulwer agreement, which was ad-
versely reported by a party vote,
makes the positive charge that My
MeKinly eaused the resolution to
be adversely reported. Concerning
the influence of Mr. MeKinley with
the Repuoblican members of the
committee, and his right to say
what is expedient for them to do,
Senator dMorgan said:  “This claim
was made in the ecommittes, and
his (MeKinley's) views as to the
expediency of the aection were
stated as grounds of objection to
the resolutions. Many Republican
sepators who have claimed to Dbe
for the Nicaraguna Caual wsre now
under suspicion. The claim that
action on any legislation relating to
the Nicaragua OCanal while the
Hay-Pauncefote treaty is pending
would be discourteous to Eugland
is a very plansible Dblaft, but still a
binff. [t has been suecessfully
used to prevent action at this ses-
sion of Congress The Panama
lobby is trying to do the rest. Its
latest and most important recruit is
a wember of the Cabinet of Colom-
bia, who is now in Washington,
seeking to transfer Colombia’s in-
terost in the Panama Canal to the
U. 8. government. It is not sur-
prising that vgly stories should be
in circulation concerning this canal

business. Senator Morgan stirred
up the Repnblicans by openly
charging them with having in-

tended -from the very first to kiil
the Nicaragua Canal bill, saying
of them aud their tacties: “These
men are willing to be kicked and
cuffed about by King Edwurd VII,
and are kneeling to his every whim.
They do not believe the U. 8. has
any rights unless Great Dritain
says so. I know that the Caual
bill wus nsed to iufluence the clec-
tion of Mr. McKinley, the Kepub-
ticans koowing all the time that
‘their ivstractions were to defeat it
in the Senate.”

Al tne extravagance of the Re-
puplicans in Congress is not con-
nected with big appropriations, al-
though they make the most tuss
and ara raturally heard the most
of. Daring the debate on the Gen-
eral Deficiency bill, it was shown
that sinecures were as thick as
peas in & pod. It was shown that
committee clerks, the momeut they
do any real work, use their pull
with members to get extra pay
therefor, and that they have been
aueceeding in getting much money
as gratuities simply because nobody
made it his business to oppose
these petty raide on the public
fund.
