In addition to the routine work
of that body, the following busi-
ness, which, is of interest to the
public, occupied the attention of
the Board:

On motion of Mr. Ike Roos,
duly seconded and adopted-

Resolved. That the Board of Trade of theTown of Opelousas, La.. tarke cognizance of
the St, Landry Oil and Mineral ('o., Ltd., andl
that the said Board of Trade recognizes said
mineral company as a company composed ol
good citizens and merchants. who mean busi-
loss and intend boring for oil and minerals assoon as 30,000 shares of stock shall hard been
sold; that the said company have sold about12,000 shares of stock amongst its own people,
and that they desire to sell 18.000 more shares
tomerchants residing in New Orleans. St. Louis
and New York; that the Board of Trade do here-
by state that said 18.000 shares shall have equal
profits with the original promoters, who own
12,000 shares; that we further state that there
are good prospects here for oil and mineral-.
It ls further resolved that this resolution be
spread on the minutes and a copy hereof be
given to the St. Landry Oil and Mineral Co.

A committee was authorized to
call on the Board of Aldermen
and ask them for sprinklers to
sprinkle streets.

Moved by M1r. Charleville and
carrid, that all members of the
Board, together with the Good
Roads Committee, go before the
Police Jury at its next meeting
