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Washington, D. 2‘-.. News.

Fromn our Reguinr Correspondent.
WasHINGTON, July 7, 1902,
Before Le left Washington for
his Lome in Georgia, Benator Clay
spoke most encouragingly of the
prospects of the democratic party
at the coming elections. He told
me that he believed the “lef well
enough alone” slogan, of which Mr.
Huanna was the anthor, was prae-
tically worn out, and he did not
believe that, as the people came to
realize that “let well enough alone”
meant “let the trusts take all they
desire and let the people have what
is left,” they would continue to lis-
tén to the platitudes inspired by
the Senator from Ohio. Senator
Clay also believes that the passage
of the ship-subsidy bill by the Sen-
ate, notvithstanding that the meas-
ure was so iniquitous that a num-
ber of the leading republican sena-
tors felt eompelled to vote against
it ou conscientions grounds, will re-
sult in disuster to the republican
party. Especially is this trne when
taken togcther with the fact that,
as is well known, the bill was not
pushed in the House becanse it was
felt ihat it would prove inimical to
tho interests of the party in the fall
elections, but, on the other hand,
was retained in committee, from
which it can be reported and passed
as seon as the elections are over.
In a word, the Georgia Senator
does not believe that *‘you can fool
all of the people all of the time,” or
even a majority of them.
Another charge, which in the es-
timation of the Senator fiom Geor-
gia, the people will bring against
the republican party will be their
nnwillimgness, or incapacity, to leg-
islate in the direction urged by
President Roosevelt and demanded
by a large faction of the party it-
self. In Lis message to Congress,
the President laid espeeial empha-
sis on the necessity for so legislat-
ing as to create federal supervision
of trusts and make their affairs
public. In private conversution
with the leaders of his party he
nrged them to frame a bill which
would make the Sherman anti-trust
law eifective, but without result.
The House and Senate committees
on Judiciary both refused to report
any such law. With great combi-
nations of capital patting up the
prices on everything the people are
compelled to bay, from food to fuel
and clothing, and the party in pow-
or refusing to take any eflective
meaus to preveist the hardships
thns imposed on the people; rich
awmgl poor alike. Senator Clay pre-
dicts that the people will find
“nothing well enongh to let alone”
Senator Vest, who, perbaps, may
be said to helong to the old school,
dees not regard the fall elections
with as mueh hope as his colleague
from Georgia. Speaking on the
prospeets, Saturday, the “Little
Giant from Missouri” said: “Ig is
useless to protest against the Phil-
ippine policy now. If the republi-
can leaders can coutinue the pres-
ent boom they will carry the fall
electious and the next presidential
election, Of course they are in al-
liance with the trusts. That no
thinking man ean deny. The Sugar
Trust, for iustanee, was powerful
enough to defeat the House ?’ill
providing for reciproeity with Cuba,
and in their general legislation
they have shown conclusively their
intention not“to attack the trusts
tlin any way. Novertheless, while
the farmers and wanufacturers con-
tinne to receive high prices for
their produets, the republican party
will continue to remain in power.
As to the fall elections, I am not
certain that much would be gained
by the democrats if they carried
the House. Sooner or later a finan-
cial revalsion is bound to come,
and if it should come while the
dempcrats were in possession of the
House the politicians would per-

eriats wero responsible for the re-
versal of “republican presperity.”
When the revulsion comes the dem-
ocrats will be reinstated,but vot till
then. That is my judgwent, and 1
am sorry if it differs from the opin-
ion of other members of my party.”
While to speak of & deficiency in
the Treasary surplus seems more
than startling, now that Congress
has adjourned a brief examination
of the national iinances is in order,
and sach an examination may throw
some light on the “revulsion” au-
ticipated by Senator Vest. Acecornd-
ing to the statement made by Sen-
ator Allison, the financier of the
Senatoe and of the republican party,
on the last day of the session the
Fifty-seventh Congress has so far
appropriated 200,193,837, exclu-
sive of the coutracts authorized,
and which mwust be paid for at
some future time, These contracts,
from figures furnished me by Rep-
resentative Liviogston, ranking
democratic member of the House
Committee on Appropriations,
amount to $250,373,215, making
the total appropriations areregate
81,067,567,052, On Juue 10, Rep-
resentative Cannon stated on the
floor of the House that the esti-
miated revennes of the government
for the ecurrent fiscal year wounld
amount to 639,000,000, It is not
difficult, therefore, to ses how close
the Congress just adjourned has
brought the country to a deficieney
which would certainly be accom-
plished if the ship-subsidy bill, now
in abeyance, were to become a law
during the short session.
