titled "Au ordinance to crelto SIandI estab-
lish fire limits within the corporlate limits
of the townl of Opelounsas, etc., etI., etc.,"
passed by thie Board of Atlderlln October
10, 1902, so as to read as follows:

Section 1. Be it ordained. by the Mayor and
Board of Aldermoet of the town of Opelousas,
l.a., That the following is now established and
definedl to be the fire limits within and for the
town of Opelous:is, La., that is to say:

On Main street, from North street to talldry
street; on Lanidry street, from Union street to
Bayoul Tesson; on Market street, fromi Lbandry
street to Bellevue t:;reet; oi Bellevue street,
fronl Market street to Union street; on Court
stroet, from Landry street to North street; on
North street, foroi ('ourt street to Union street;
and on both sides of the said streets and within
75 feet therefrom. Adopted.

Section 2. Bo it further ordained, etc., That
no person or personls, eorporationl or corpora-
tions, shall construet, or cause to be construct-
ed, any building, or repairs on any building
now standiltg or to be herefafter erected or
placed within the said limits without first hav-
ing obtained a building permit from the Mayor
or Board of Ald•rrtmen. Annd no building nit
fire-proof, that is to say, not wholly or inl part
constructed of. or blilti or repaired of brick,
stone, iron, etllenlt, or ot her ineomtbustible ma-
telial, shall lie bhiilt, I .paired, or construlctted in
said limits. Adoitedi.

Sectioln . Ste it urtlrer ordained, etc , That
any nerson pet)•ti'•Rini who shall violate the
provisions of section 2 of ties ordinllanlce, The
said buildinrg ior tIlllltdings, or riepaLrs, so con-
strueted in violation thereof, shall Ibe removed
bythe town at the expense of the owner there-
of, and a fine iitmposetd uponi conviction of not
less than $50, or more than $75, said fine to be
collected in the usual manner. Adopted.

Peetlon 4. 1e it further ordained. etc., That
the intention of this ordinaniee is to carry out
the provisions of paragraph 8, of serction 16, of
Act 136 of the General Aeiiitnty of the l Ayfthyear
1898, relative to the powers of luunieipal cor-
porations in Creating• Iy ordianees fire limits
and preseribing penalties for the violation
thereof. Adopted.

Section 5. Be it further ordained, etc., That
for good and sufficient reasoris this ordinance
shall have effect fronl the date of its passage.
Adopted.

Section 6. I'e it further Ord(:illd, etc , That
all laws, or parts (.f laws cte!l;ratyv to or in
conflict with this ordisnace hie and the same
are hereby repealed. Adopttld.
