The
autbrax germ reaclies ghe Lody through
the foud aod throogh scraiches anid
snres in the skin; it 1a necessary theie-
fore to keep bricrs and underbrosi |
dow i as mieh as possible, !

A prave of puimals that have died of
anthrex may keep the pasture mfectad |
forten or twelve vears, apd a stream of |
wenning water gear such will earry lll-‘!;
infection in it cotire eourse, and fodder |
or hay coming from the loeslity will
carry the dizsease, Catile being driven
through districta where anthrax or
chatboo exists or has existed are liable
to eontract the disense, A sick or dead
aniwal will infect the whole herd, and
if the greatest care is not taken the en-
tire eection of the counfry will be in-
fected.

While thers is no curve for anthras,
the disease is positively prevented and
danger of contagion sfopped by vacein-
ation with a reliubie charbon or anthrax
vaccine. The make that ia principally
used in thia aectios, and that bae been
endorsed by the State authorities, is
that made by the H. K. Muolford Com-
pany, biologieal chemists of Philadel-
phia, and kept in atock at the Haas-

tests are wade on animals before it is
issued, 5o that the veterinarian or stock
owuer, in using this vaceine, 18 sure of
wetting the best results obtpinable.

Io the ucute torms of anthrax praeti-
catly no symptoma are exhibited. The
animal dies saddenly, as thongh strick-
s with apoplexy. In the secondary
t¥pe the disense beging with a high
fever; feeding and chewing of eud are
suspeaded; chills and muecular tremb-
ling vccut; the animals appear dull and
show extreme weakness: in the eourse
of a day or so the dullness gives way to
uneaginess aod the aniwnl is constant-
ly champing the jawg; spasma of Lhs
limba oceur, and lie kicks and paws the
ground; breathing is ditfienlt, the nos-
trila dilate, the month opene, the nose
and month become bluish, as well as
the rectum and vagina, and discharges
aecar containing red muocous or blood;
the blood vessels may ropture, and this
will give rise to bloody dischargea from
a natural outlet; the animal lies down,
and death results in one or two daye.

. The preper mapagement where this
infection presents itself, or is known to
oxiat in a locality i::

First—Immediate vaecination of all
stock, which can be done at an expense
of about 15e or 20c per hend.

- Becond—8uspected pastureashould b
quarantined and the food sapply shounld
be clanged.

Third—All animals visibly affected
must be separated and quarantined,

Fourth—Immediate cremation of the
carcasses of all animals that die. Under
no circumatances most they be allowed
t:]n remain exposad, nor is burying a safe
plan.

T'his cooree, if earefully avd con-
scientionsly observed, will not only
cheek the spread of the disease, Lut
will protect those animala that do not
alveady have the disease,and it per-
mite the subsequent grazing of the 1n-
feeted field withont mueh risk of loss,
If these instinetiona are not followed
ont an epidemie is bound to result, with
a tremendona logs,

It is not possible to produoce the dis-
ease by vaccinating with charbon or
anthrax vaccine any more than it is
possible to produce swmalipox by vac-
cipating with humao wvaceine,” The
vaccination produces immunity whieh
lasts from rix mouvths to ans year. The
nictiiod of vaccinating consists jo inoe-
nlating with twae differsut strengths of
the vaccine, mild and stropg. Each
ppnimal is injected with the vaccine
marked “First Tnjeetion,” followed in
ten days with the vaceine marked?
“Second Ipjection.” Insemuch us an-
thrax occurs principally in the early
sRmnier season, it is importaot to vac-
cinate at once.

 When charbon or antbiax is estab-
iished in the soil of pasture lands, and
eapecially in sections where the 1ivers
are metﬂnwing. vaccination should be
practiced every apiing, before the time
arrives for nsing the pasture. In every
instance where a cuzo is suspicious It is
a safe procedure to bave your Htate or
loeal authority make a microscopical
examination, which will definitely de-
termine the nature of the dieease. ;
