The Board of Directors of the Opel-
ousas, Galf & Northeastern Railway
Company met pursuant to call, with
the following members present: Isaac
Roos, Wm. M. Prescott, M. Ilalphen,
1. E, Estorge, J, P. Saizan, B. 11. Pavy,
Thos. II. Lewis, J. B. Sandez and Li, D),
Estilette. This being a quoram, the
Board was ealled to order by Thos, H.
Lowis, Pragident.

W hereupon the Scerctary read a com-
munication handed to him by Mr. E. ML
Hoagni, tendering lLia resignation from
the Board of Directors, to take cifect
immediately.

The following reaolution was  flured
by Judge E. D. Estiletie:

Resolved, That a committee of five be
appointed by the ehdir to draft a suit-
able and legal ordinanee to take the
sense of the voters upon the proposed
railroad tax in the first ward [or the
constraction of the contemplated rail-
road in lien of the ordinance alieady
passeil by the Police Jary.

Judge Lstilette, on beiog asked if
his resolution did not invoelve the with-
drawal of the pending ordinance passed
by the Police Jury and the postpone-
ment of the election, said that it did.

A provision that Lhe money collested
from eaid tax shall be returned to the
taxpayers in ease of the failure to con-
struet #he road threogh this Police Jary
wiard and to other important conpect-
ing points within three years from this
date. ,

Also #Feondition requiring the treas-
arer of the railroad corporation to tur-
nish bond equal to the amount of moeney
to be recieved by him, as compated np-
on the assesged valuation of property
of the first ward.

Also n eondition that the contractor
or contractors for the coosiruction of
said road be requoired to give bond in
some sclvent surety company for the
faithful completion of their contract.

And also that the offer of the Sheriff,
M. L. Swords, tax collector, to collect
the propesed tax without any ehurge
for eollection, and o give extra bond
therefor in apy ressonable amount, be
accepted and acted upon.

And tarther that the Police Jory be
requested to incorporaie in snid ordi-
nance any reasonable additional safe-
gaarda of the tax fund that any citizen
taxpayer may regnest to e inzerted, it
being understood that this resolntion
does not waive nny of thoe safeguards
in the pending prdinance or in the law
that may exist for the security of the
gaid tax fand.

And finally that all fands collected
for account of eaid speciul tax be de-
posited in some good and solvent bavk
or trast company willing to pay inter-
est thereon.
