In the t
meantime, we call attention to the a
following telegram which appear- a
ed in the N. O. Times-Democrat
of the 12th inst.:

Atlanta, Ga., August 11.-The t
Georgia Legislature adjourned its
summer session of fifty days at i
midnight. Among the acts passed a
was one Increasing the salary of
the Governor from $300() to $5000, a
those of the Supreme Court Jus- a
tices from $3000 to $4000, and s
those of the Superior Court v

Judges from $2000 to $3000 per a
yd&. The appropriations for
school purposes will bring the
total sum available for that pur- c
pose during the coming year up to I
$2,000,000.
