Gumbo Pilé and Creols Coffee.

“Aupt” Millie Ealer, for many yeara
a faithfal slave in the Ealer family, at
Opelousas, and unpiversally liked here,
died last week, aged seventy-odid yeara.
She was an adept in the art of makivg
gumbo and coffee, and many of our
people may be said to Lave been her
regilar customers for years. Somse 123
or 13 years ago, Mr. Hough, of Chieago,
eama here off a shooting trip, an ac-
gount of which he wrote for the well-
known sportaman’s journal, Forest and
Stream. After describing how Aunt
Millie made coffee and telling how
good it was, he told abont her gumbo
an follows:

Many bave leard of gumbo who
know not gumbo. You can’t get real
gumbo in the North, becanae it doesn’t
grow there, any more than bananas do.
For gambe, real gnmbo, gonmho as is
gumbo, you have to go to Louisiana, to
Opelousas. ‘Then, it may be, you will
have to go to that same small side
street and look up black Miliie, whoe
made the puissant coftee. At least,
fonr of ns went there one night and
two of the party were Opelonsas gen-
tlemen, who ought to know good gumbo
when they see it.

Millie had the gnmbo roady. We had
ordered it the day before. You Lave
to order gunmbo the day before becaunss
it takea nearly a day to make good
gumbo. This was good gumbo.

Millie handed us each n dish contrin-%
ing what first seemed scup, then pot
an fen, then heaven. Visible #0 the
rieh ligoid wers 13 errrifionces ofg
chicken, also of . In addition,
thonght I detected a red pepper hull,
and maybe a trace of tomato, though
the latter 1 doubt. Pepper of eome
sort was there, for the gumbo was hot
enough to make a gumbo tenderfoot
weep, Other thinga also were there,
and all throgel everything, making the
subtle, indginable, nnmistakable Havor
of this gambo, was a keen, savory
emack unplike anything I Lad ever et
betore. This was what I had missed
all my life. 1 had been locking for
this, I1f any gentleman has lost a
chord he can find it by applying to
Millie, Opelousas.

“How do yon make this gumbo, Mil-
lie®" I asked, after I had eaten two or
three piates of it. It was purely a gnmbo
festival, nothing but gnubo and coffee.

“Well,seb,” suid she, “et takes a good
w'ile teh make gaombu. Yo' put thiogs
in the pot, yeh, 'long in the day some-
time, an’ yo' lets et semmer, 'n semmer,
'n semmer."”

This seeming to her a rational ex-
planntion of the prodoct of gombo, |
felt bound Lo press the matter forther.

YW hat things do you pat in, Millie?”
I asked.

"Wy, chicken, 'n vice, 'n things.”

“What elsef”

“Wy, law! I donna”

“Any red pepper?”

“0h, yessall”! !

“When do you put in the filé}?

“Woy I jes’ puts et in; sort of afteh
aw'ile, you know, sel.”

“How long do you leave the gumbo
on the fire before you put in the filé1”

“W'y, brese meh ha'ht, I kain® sca’sely
jea' 'member, sel.”

“How much flé does it takel”

“Oh, net er grea’ deal, sely, jes’ 'hout
'noff to senson up wat yo' got on er-
cookin’ at the time, sel..”

“Well, how long does it fake the
gumbo to get done?”

“W'y 1 dunno; oh, gaite er w'ile, seh.”

“And yon can’t tell e how youa make
it, so I can abow the folks up north?”

“W'y, no, seh, [ kain’ tell how all I
makes et, [ jes’ makes et, ash, dat’s all.
I 'spee’s yo' think et's a heap hah'deh
teh make 'n et is. Et's mighty easy teh
make gumbo, I kain’t jes’ zac'ly 'scribe
how I does et, but I jes’ makes et.”

From the abovedirections I trustany-
one will be able to make gumbo on sight,
For my part, I believe in letting well
encugh alone, and so I think I will only
eat gumbo hereafter when I am some-
where aronnd near Opélonaas, and then
I will eat it first, last, and a!l the time,

There are othef sorts of gumbo be-
sides gumbo filé.” * * *

But fnmho filé is the distinctive gum-
bo, anid_is acknowledged to rtather lay
over all other gambos in the gumibo-
line qualities of ite gamboessenceness.
