There cau be no danger of the
tank tipping over until it has leaned
fa, enough to allow a plumb line
4rppped from its center of gravity
to fall outside the base. The center
of gravity of the tower and tank is
probably somewhere about the cen-
terof the bottom of the tank or the
top of the tower, therefore it would
bt necessary for the foundations on
one iide to sink out oft sight before
this could happen. Since they re-
fused to sink when the water was
around them there is no probability
of their sinking after leakage is
etopped.

Mr. Sylvester did not consider, at
