Irrigation in a region where the
rainfall is more than 6 feet annu-
ally will strike most people as a
superfluity, but the results which
have followed its application in
Florida and the coastal prairies
of Louisiana and Texas offer
abundant evidence of its value.

In five years irrigation has
changed this country from an im-
porter to an exporter of the im-
portant cereal rice. It has trans-
formed hundreds of thousands of
acres of land long.regarded as
valuable only for grazing, into
cultivated rice fields producing
crops netting $20 an acre annually.

The great bayous for which
Louisiana is remarkable, deep,
sluggish streams, have been
drawn upon heavily by many of
the largest pumping p)lants ever
erected, to carry through to har-
vest time vast fields of rice. So
valuable has water become that
underground reservoirs have been
tapped by wells and giant pumps
are lifting these stores to hun-
dreds of farms.

Rice irrigation has proven so
profitable that there is an in-
creasing demand for information
from those interested in the un-
developed water resources of
Southern Louisiana. Many valu-
able datas on this subject have
been compiled recently `by Prof.
Gilbert G. Harris and Mr. M. L.
Fuller, and published in a pamph-
let form under the name of "Un-
derground Waters of Southern
Louisiana." A copy of this
pamphlet will be furnished free
of charge upon application to the
Director of the U. S. Geological
Survey, Washington, D. C.

The information therein given
is a valuable contribution to our
knowledge of the occurrence and
importance of the underground
water resources of this section of
the State.
