The Canal Will Be Built.

! S

Mr. J. F. Schell, the organizer
of the Union Irrigation Company,
and who has succeeded in placing
the proposition on a business
basis after much trouble and
many setbacks, now announces
that the great irrigating caunal as
originally proposed by the com-
pany will soon ba built, and that
actual construction will begin
this fall.

He arrived hers last Monday
afterncon at the head of a 1arge
party of Pennsylvania "goentlemen
who came for the express purpose
of#looking over the eanal propo-
sition with a view to investment
therf:in. They met many of the
leading citizens of this city and
vicinity at the hall in the City
Hotel huilding that night, when
Mr. Schell exhibited a map of
the canal project§ and explained
the plans of the company. He
demonstrated the entire feasi-
bility of supplying the necssary
water from the Courtableau and
distributing it through the canal
and its laterals to the great sec-
tion of country Iying south of the
main canal, and gave facts and fig-
ures going to show that the
scheme was not only practieable,
but wonld prove a snccess from a
financial standpoint. Professor
Gregory, of the United Stutes De-
partment of Agriculture, also ad-
dressed the meeting, imparting
much useful information en the
question of irrigation, and stated
that the Departmeunt was ioter-
ested in the great work under
way, and would do allin its power
to foster and promote it.

The visitors and a number of
our citizens weut to Wasbington
Tuesday, where they were sump-
tuously entertained by the peopie
of that town. The Courtableau
and the site of the punping plant
was visited, all manifesting the
liveliest interest in the subject.
Tuesday evening the visitors were
entertained at the Park Pavillon
by citizens of this city, where a
delicious lunch was served, music
being furnished by the Perrodin
Orchestra.

Wednesday morning early the
party left here for a tour of ins-
pection of the right of way of the
canal, driving by way of Plaisance
and Ville Plate, where a break-
fast was served. From thence
they drove across Mamou to Eu-
pice.

Every man in the party ex-
pressed himself as declighted with
the trip and as being enthusiastic
over the canal proposition. The
magnificence of the country trav-
ersed and the great possibilities
in store for it were the subjects
of frequent remark by the visit-
ors, and they stated that they
would return to their homes sat-
isfied that here was an opportu-
nity for profitable investment as
well as a delightful country ¢t
live in. ;

At the meeting of tha Board of
Aldermen held last Wednesday, a
committee was appointed to se-
lect a site for a new ecity hall and
vested them with authority to
confract for the construction of
the building, which is contempla-
ted to be a two-story brick to cost
not exceeding $15,000.

The Board also authorized the
mayor to borrow $7,500, or as
much thereof as is necessary, to
be used in further extending the
waterworks and electric light sys-
tems, making a total of nearly
$12,000 to be expended for this
purpose this year.

The town has just closed a con-
tract for the construction of $21,-
000 worth of new sidewalks, and
will, in the next few weeks, sub-
mit a proposition to the taxpay-
ers to vote a bond 1ssue of $50,000
for sewerage and paving.

Assessor Dayries, of Pointe
Coupee - parish, is evidently a
great believer in taking care of
home in most approved fashion,
The grand jury of that parish has
recently submitted to the court a
report, in which it is charged that
the assessor’s plantations are un-
der-assessed, while those of neigh-
bors are ussessed to the required
amount. One plantation belong-
ing to the assessor and containing
900 acres is assessed for $6,500,
while a plantation adjoining, but
belonging to another party and
containing the same acreage, is
ansessed for $20,000. A bank in
which the assessor i{s a stock-
holder, it is charged, is assessed
at a very low figure, while the
competitors are assessed for their

value.

Rouge on the snbjeet are that the
plan of equalizing assesaments
throngh a state board is likely to
fail. If so, it is a great pity. We
have been reluctant for thirty years
to adopt some such plan, but we
mugt come to it sooner or later if
we would remove some of the
abuses which have prevailed dar-
ing all these years, and which are
more likely than ever to exist in
the future with elective assessors
and police jury retrievers. The
governor’s plan is a good one. It
is at least worthy a trial. In the
name of all the gods at onee, let us
do something to try to get out of
the old, unsatisfactory ruts.

Notes from the State Capital.

The tollowing extracts are from

the New Orleans States’ Baton

Rouge correspondent, **Ross”’:

One of the most serious blows
sustained by Governor’s adminis
tration suffered on June 5, when
by & unanimous vote the printing
board gave the contract for the
public vrinting for the next two
years to Jodge H. F. Brunot, of
Baton Rouge, rejecting the bid of
J. C. Hamilton. It is probably
the first time that an administra-
tion since 1877 has been unable to
obtain the contract for its official
organ.

Governor Blanchard did all in
his power to help his Caddo
friends, but was unable to move
the board.

It is settled that there will be
one increuse for a starter—$150,-
000 more for pensivns. The peo-
ple of the State voted with prac-
tical unanimity to raise the maxi-
mum for pensions from $75,000
to $150,000 a year, and the Gen-
eral Assembly will vote this
awount whether the governor is
favorable to it or not. The gov-
ernot does not feel that the
amendment is mandatory, but the
appropriations committee appar-
ently does, and such is likewise
the sentiment of the House and
Senate, the House having passed
a resolution by Mr. Larche com-
mitting it to an increase to the
fall amount.

An appropriation, probably for
$50,000, will be made for monu-
ments at Vicksburg. The gover-
nor, it is said, thought this appro-
priation might be postpoued to
two years from now, buat some
months: ago he wrote a letter to
General Lewis Guion committing
himself to an appropriation, and
the visit of General Lee and the
work of the old soldiers was suffi-
cieutly effective to make him go
on record with a message in favor
of an appropriation at this ses-
sion.

The appropriation bill two years
ago for the two years carried
$2,127,524. If all the demands
that have been made, excluding
the courthouss eommission, Vicks-
burg park, Tulane and the Re-
form schqol, are acceded to, this
year's bill will carry a total of
$3,290,670.52 for the next two
years, much more than the 5 mill
rate on the $450,000,000 assess-
ment will yield. Of course, the
committee will have to slash right
and left, bat it is easily to be seen
that even with the strictest econ-
omy Lhe bill of this year must in-
evitably show a large excess aver
its predecessor.

The gentlemen who are tiying
to help Newt. out on his gum-shoe
legislative canvass for the United
States Senate, and to that end are
facilitating the passage of such
unko spectacular as his bill to
reduce the rate of taxation, could
give his excellency a national
status if they induced him to sug-
geat (and insist upon it a&s a
“*party meusure’’) that real estate
be assessed separately from the
improvements on it. In the
course of a few years. assessment
would equalize itself, the exact
value of the state’s riches ba as-
sertained, and the real rate of
taxation fixed. At present, the

A Model Postoffice.

One of the best buildings re-
cently erected by the Federal gov-
ernment iz the one at Indianapo-
lis, which has just been completed
and is now occupied by the post-
office and the government offices.
The delegates to the National Edi-
torial Convention, which will be
held at that city June 12th will be
especially iuterested in the build-
ing, as it is considered a model
establishment. The architects
were largely governed by the sug-
gestions of those who were to
work in the building and the re-
sults bave proved their wisdom.
There are over 60,000 square feet
available for the use of the postal
service with storage vaults, elec-
tric hoist and all modern equip-
ment.

The office employs 194 clerks
and 153 earriers who dcliver daily
ubout 183,000 letters. Especial
provision has been made looking
toward the expansion of the busi-
ness in the future. Thisis impor-
tant, as the increase in the last
feww years has been remarkable.

The Federal building occupies an
entire block in the downtown dis-
trict, and is a building of excep-
tional beanty.
