The Felon Father and his Child.

On the appeal docket of the Supreme
Court of this State may be found the case
a soldier named Wilson, who is at present
under sentence of death for killing a fellow
soldier. The oifence was committed at
Baton Rouge, where Wilson is now in pri-
son, and his wie and two children have,
asince "the trial," occupied a rude tene.
ment near the jail in which he has been
confined. To this fond wife and to these
trusting children the condemned felon has
shown true touches of nature, while to all
Selse he has been a stern, stubborn and un-
feeling man.

What cared he for the world? The
stain of blood was on his hands, and no
washing could make them white to the
world's censorious eye. Even to his own
eye, perchance, there was a "damned
spot" which would not "out;" bhut to theItrustful eyes of his wife and children, his
fetters were no disgrace, and his hand
were not unclean. For these fond ones
he had a place in his heart, a small,
warm spot, over which the festering sores
of sin had not entirely encroached. They
could still love him, and he love them-all
else in the world was a dark, dreary void.

During the long summer months, when
the angel of death was a broad over this
Southern land, the damp cell of the priso-.
ner was rendered brightes for a few mo.
ments each day by the presence of his
wife; and often and often at nightfall, his
little daughter-a fond young thing of but
four sunmner-wpuld beg to be left with
her father in the dark, and would sing to
him a tiny song of hope as she lay beside
him on his rude prison bed.

Shut
out from the world, and all but dead to every
civil riglht, e had been deprived of the
privilege of smoothing the pillow on which
his d:aughter rested her dying head, and of
calaching a last, find g•a lice from her
trustibl eve ere it closed forever on the
tit n

•gs of time and sense. In the fitther
the felon was forgotten, and the ties of na-
tire were asserted by a dkep, convu!live
agony ofgrief.

All now that the prisoner seemed to
wish was an opportunity of seeing the
body of his child before it was conveyed
i wa; fotrever to its narrow dwelling.
I I:t this, the stern jailor could not permit.
nltes the corpse were itself brought to

prison, that it might there be seen.
As he could see it no other wvay, the p:i,'

soner begged that it might thlus lie brought,
and so it was-the dead on a visit to the
living !

To the jailor's room the mother and a
few kind friends accompanied the little in-
nocent, on whom the seal of the skeleton
archer had been affixed, and there awaited'
the entrance of the condemned felon-the
hu:sband and the father.
