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The Late Storm.

One of the moat terrible calamilies has
just befallen this portion of the country;
in fact nothing to equal the horrors of its
results has ever been known hereabouts,
On Sunday morning last we noticed in
this vicinity immense numbers of sea.

the same place suffered a like fate, killing
a large number of mules and other stock
in its fall ; the new sugar house of Berger
& Brown on Liitle Caillou was also
blown down, and no doubt many- others
from which thers has been no report, have
suffered severely.

The crops present a most melancholy
sight. Corn and' cane are lzid flat with
the earth, and their foliage is whipped into
the most minuts shrids: - If the swift tor.
rent of a water:course had been turned
on to the cultivated fields and suffered to
run for & number of hours, it would  not
have flattened and washed the stalks into
the earth more effectually than did this
long-continved tornado. The loss will
be immense, and instead of this parish
firrnishing a large quantity of surplus corn
for the market, we foar our planters will
have to become purchasers themselves.
The cane may posaibly revive 1o a certain
extent, but can never enlirely overcome
the shock it has received.

The most melancholy " portion of the
story yet remains tobe told, and will make
desolate ‘many hearts and tura many
bomes into houses of mourning.
