the noble art of dancing a quadrille clear
to the simplest (nautical) capacity :

Le Pantalon.-Haul up the starboard
tack and let the other craft pass; then
boar up and get your head on the other
tack-regain your berth on the port tack-
back and fill with your partner and box.
