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The Future of Cuba in an English Point
of View.

On Wednesday evening, J. G. Dodson,
Esq., the- candidate for Parliament of
East Sussex, fulfilled an engagemt which
he had esatered into some months previ-
ously to deliver a lecture before the mlem-
bers of the Brighton Athenaeum, at the
Town Hall, which was crowded.

When, Castilian stubbornness shall
have refused that, then the object of her
enemy will he attained, and Cuba seized as
a "material guarantee," will 'pass away
forever from the dominion of the mother
country; [Lod and protracted cheering.]
