The caie has been pending before the criminal
OOurte of the oily and the Supreme CUourt of the
State for nearly six years, during which time the
Stwo accused have been confined in the Parish
Prison.

The murder of Mrs. Hollinger, which Garvey
and Earle were eoouned of committing under pe.
soliarly revolting o!ro•imstaio.n, haM attracted
S, ustiual attention from the publio. hitico the Hint
stirit fa the aroused, and •atel acquitted fhen,
oeah move in their various tria•l ha• been note,
With extraordinary Interest up to their nuexpect-
ed aqtulttal Itself, wbicb, to say the least, has

rerated a sensation in this commuity.
While it is true that the public have manifisted

uuteual nlterest in the cane, it I probable that
the main points in it have boen forgotten, and a
resume will no doubt be of interest.

On Banday night, April 23, 1871, Mrs. M. H1i.

and I8venth etreets, was murdored clhoiked 1o
death-sand wans fto d the following mornilng
dead in her ied.

The accused were indicted by the Grand Jury
and in January, 1872, appeared before the First
District Court, were tried, convicted of murder
and sentenced to be hung.

During the trial counsel for the aconeed took
exceptions on several points, and carried them to
the Supreme Court, and on the first exception a
new trial was ordered. This exception, as taken
from the decision of Justice fRowe, is as follows:

"It appears from an inspection of the first bill
of exceptions, taken during the trial, that the
State was allowed to challenge percmptorily
more than six Jurore, the Court below deciding
that each prisoner was entitled to twelve per-
cmnptorv challenger, and the State to six for each
accused."

In April, 1872, the acocused were again tried
and on the i6th of April were found guilty oi
murder without capital punishment, and on the
27th of May were sentenced to hard laoor for life.

On the 27th of March, 1873, the Supreme Court
granted a new trial, on the following exceptions.

"The first is to the admission in evidence
against the aooused of a dectaration in writing
purporting to be a vo untary counfssion by Earle,
one of the socused, of the commission of the
crime wherewith the parties acre charged. The
objeolion is that this declaration was made un-
der oath, Earlc being at the time under arrest
and brought before the Coroner at the time of
holding the inquest over the body of the de-
ceased, by the request of Earle himself to make
the said declaration. That the declaration and
statements of Earle were given as a party ac.
cased and under oath, and were not admiesible
at all.

"rhe second bill of exception was taken to the
admission of the declaration in writing purport-
ing to be a voluntary confession of Earle on the
ground that such declaration was not voluntary,
because the Superintendent of Metropolitan Po-
lice, when testifying in the case, said he could
not swear that he had not offered inducements
to Earle to make the declaration, thereby leaving it
in doubt whether or not inducements were offered
to Earle to make the declaration, and that the
accused was entitled to the benefit of the doubt.'

On the 28th of March, 1876, they were con-
victed of manslaughter, and on the 17th of
Maroh of the same year they were each sen-
tenced to imprisonment at hard labor in the
State Penitentiary.

The case was again carried to the Supreme
Court on the fo:lowoig bill of exceptions:

" Be it remembered, that on the 26th day ofFebruary, 1876, on the trial of the above entitled
oase, one William Carlton, a witness for theState, then being on the witness stand, who rfter

testifying that he was a sergeant on the Metro-politan Police force, and at the time the offense

have died, and at each succeeding trial the State
has had to depend more and more on oironmetan-
tial evidence and on the oonteestons and states
ments of the aconsed.

A DULL• TO THEll HEART.

Another Horrible Tragedy to be Added
to the Calenlder of Crime-A Fireman

Murdered on Dauphine Street.
At haltfpast two o'look Wednesday morning

another horrible tragedy was committed on Dau-
phine street between tt. Aun and Oreans, re-
sutling In the killing of Mr. Georgo II. Stein.
kamp, a wellknown fireman t'd druggist, it Ia
alleged, by an Italian named Thomas Arats. AI-
though no one saw Aretas re the fatal shot,
there is achain of ciroumstantial evidence which
points to him as the man who did the killing.

It appears itolhkernm was returning from the
fire that ocourred at half past 0 o'clock lset night,
and as he was pawsing th , house No. 180 Deupinue
street, he looked in at the window and stood
there a minutr.e or so, and Just as he was about
leaving a pistol was discharged In the room and
thi ball piesed through the lower sash of the
window and entered the left breast of the de-
ceased.

Til WOUNDED MAN
walked down the east side of Dauphine streot,
Scro(sed over to 8t. Ann street, when he axolsimed
to his friends, who were standing at the oorner,
"boys, I arn shot througih the heart." He then
reeled and foel upon the b lnquetto a corpse.

A friend of tile deceased, Mr. Leonard, rushed
across the street for the purpose of arresting the
imutderer,when the man Arata placed a pistol at his

head and told him that if lie did not stand back he
would kill him. Mr. Leonard was for:ed to ln-
treat to save his life.

THlE 1I1tllt. WIIStrtl
Sof the police then echoed through the air and
brought Olillers Jones andl Littloton to the scene,
who attempted to enter the house, but found that
the doors and windows had boro scourely bolted
and locked.

They were then forced to enter the house,
Which is one of the lowest dens onl Dauphine
street, by force; after they had gained admisslon
they passed through the front room, which is nsed
as a parlot, into tile rear room; there they found
the murderer Arata in company with the pro-
prietress of thle house, a woman lrnamed Anna
SUamilton, and both of them appeared very oxzcted
and were disrobing for the purpose of gettlng-
in bed, so as to appear that they had been asleep.

'I he offloers made themn prisoners and, in
searching the room they found, on the bureau, a
large-sized improved Smith & Wesson'pistol still
warm from having been fired. The p stol was
examined and found to be loaded, but one of the
cartridges was much brighter than the rest.

This roused suplicion, and a further searolh
was loatittled, and resulted in the finding of tile
bshell olheo oartridge which had Just been ex-
ploded

WITII Uoei lcADI.l EFFEil"r.
The shell was also warm.
The house where this tragedywas committed

is a double one-story frame house, with openings
so as it can be oecu;.ied as one large house, alnd
is numbered 178 and 1810 Danphine street. At
the time of the shooting the inmates consisted of
Anna Hamilton anti Arata, in the bark room of
the house numb, red 181t; Ilelle IBoyton and
Clharles Itlchards were in the front room of No.
178; Bally Ryan andT Mann 1 Doyle in the rear
room, and Aunes Oakley in the garret.

All or theV e parties were taken to the Third
Precionct tation and incarcerated, Arata charged
with the murder, and Anna Hamilton with being
as accessory; the other parties were held as wit-
nesses,

was lying on the banquetto weltering in its life-
blood, which flowed ti copious stream from a
wound in the left side of the breast. A half hour
after the occurrence it was put upon a litter and
conveyed to the Third Proeinot Station, where
the Coroner and City Phyictian held an autopsy,and found that the deceased had come to his
death from a pistol-shot wound, which had en-
tered the left breast and penetrated the heart.

The body, after the inquest, was taken to the
enginehouse of No. 24, of which the deceased
was a mieirber.

The accused was interviewed by a DMonrRAT
reporter and he denies having done the killing.

Ah the other parties who were in the house at
the time of the kiling were als, interviewed,
and they deny all knowledge of the shooting.

The supp•rltion is that Arata took Htriuksamp
for an enemy, as the former is reported to have
many of them, and tearing that the latter in-
tended doing him bo lily harm, he shot him.
