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abethN. J., lastevening. When asked
to tell what he knew about Judge Brad,
ley he said:

'Mr. Bradley was from an Eastern
State, He was graduated at Rutger'i
College, and always stood high in his
class, especially in niathematlos. He
was very industrious, seeking knowl.
edge in all directions. He was a very
steady reader, and acquired a vast fund
of general infoa)otion. After gradu-
ating he became a law student at New-
ark, with Judge Hornblower, late Chief
Justice of New Jersey. He took a prom.
--1ent-atand _t the New Jersey bar im-
mediately upon being admitted. He
married a daughter of Chief Justice
Hornblower and has several children.
He practised in Newark until he was
chosen for one of the Associate Justices
of the Supreme Court of the United
States by Gun. Grant. He was engaged
in all the most intricate and important
suits before the New Jersey bar up
to the time of his elevation to the
Supreme bench. He showed himself
very able both as a counsellor and as
an advoaote before a court and jury;
was rather logical than rhetoric-never
making any attempts at display as an
orator. He was a brother-in-law of the
late Judge Wobdruff, of Now York
who also married a daughter of Chief
Justice Hornblower. Since Bradley's
removal to Washingtoqn he has taken a
prominent stand among the Supreme
Court Jus ioces, and sustained fully his
high character as a lawyer. I do not
remember that he has at any time
shown any persistanoe in opposing the
majority of that court. No one or my
acquaintance have ever doubted his in-
tegrity; his publio and private charac-
ter has been above reproach. He cor-
tainly would not forfeit his high repu-
tation now by becoming a mere parti.
san, I think that the great question
now to be deolded will be as safe in his
hands as it could be in the hands of
any other mani. Both the political par-
ties may cotngratulate themselves upon
his selectt ioi,"

"You hnav heard, probably, Mr.
Williamasn," said the writer, "of the
charges that have been made against
Judre Bradley ?"

" Yes, but I don't consider them to be
of any weight."

"You know that it is said that Gen-
eral Grant appointed him to the Su-
preme Court bench when that bench
was to be paoke't to reverse the decision
dqolaring the legal-tender act unconsti-
tlonale and that he did just what was
expeoted of him."

He may have helped in the reversal
of that decision; but I do not believe
tft he went counter to his preilous
opinions in so doing." g)

"Another oriticoem of hin, Chan-
cellor is that he held Supreme Court
Ohambers in the city of Newark, pre-
tending to hold them in Texas, where
his judicial distrioct is, and that he did
this in the interest of Fremont and in
order to accomplish a dishonorable
transfer of the Transcontinental Rall-
road."

"I understand that he did hold such
a court in Newark concerning some
matter in which Fremont was inter-
ested but that it was accidental. He
happined to be called on to consider
this matter when at the town which had
been so long his home, and that of his
wife and her relatives and friends. I
have never heard before that there was
any exception taken to his action in this
matter, and do not believe that there
was any ground for Oftleising his course
in acting his judicial capacity on that
ooo•asion

"It is oharged.that previous-to his ap.
,ointment to the Supreme bench, while
he was in the employ of the Camden
and Amboy Railroad as a lawyer, he was
playing into the hands of the Gamden
and Amboy Railroad."
*g He certainly,'. replied Mr. William-
so, "counseled the Camden and Am boy
hailroad with great wisdom and ability.
No one in New Jersey, who knew him
thoroughly, ever charged him with any
action or choice in that connection to
whichexceptito could be taken. There
has been, so far as I know, not the leasi
difference of opinion among prominent
men of the two parties in New Jersey
as to both the ability and the integrity
he showed in controlling the railruad.

"And now about the statement that
he was the first President of the New
Jersey Mutual Life Insurance Company
that has lately come to grief ?"

"I think that is all a mistake. I
never heard he was President or had
any connection with the New Jersey
Mututal Life; but I do know that he was
a director of the Newark Mutual Life
Insurance Company, which has as high
a reputation as any in the country."

Further questions elicited these facts
about Judge Bradley's tastes and hab-
its: He has written no books, is a good
conversationalist upon almost any sub-
ject and attends to business indefatiga-
bly. He takes great pleasure in his
library and is a very agreeable com-
panion.
