ST. Lotts, Feb. 10. The gas war Is

growing pretty hot in this city, and
there is alively prospect that the mon-
opolists will soon be driven to the wall
and forced to furnish the people with
gas at a living rate. The Circuit Court
having made a final decree vesting the
gas property in this olyt in the City of
It. Louls, and it being anticipated
that the Court of Appeals would

onfirm the decision, it party of
wealthy and influential citiuzeu a
few days since organized a joint
stock corporation under the laws
of this Btate, and elected Dr. Jas. 11.
McLean, one of the millionaires of this
city, as president, and Thomas O'Rellly,

Scitien of ample fortune, as vice presi-
dent, of the corporation, By authority
of the directors of the company, the
president this evening eubmi sted a prop-
oslttoa to the Mayor, proposing to lease
the gas property for a term of three
years, and agreeing to supply gas to
consumers at $1 to per thousand cubic
feet; alsoe to supply all the street lamps
with gas at the rate of $5 per annum for
each lamp, including lighting, cleaning
and repairing. The present price is
$2 t5 to consulers, an, $*37 per annum
for lamps.

The consumption of gas in this city
equals fou' hundred million foot annu-
ally. The number of strooeet amps in
use is o650. Jonsoequently the prelosed
reduction would be annually $4,000U,00
to tax payers,. The proposed inovenmtent
to lease the works is novel, but is ap-
proved by leading ultlens here.

Doug-
lass is the only party who has yet been
arrested, and he is thought the least
guilty of the entire gang, and was
worked on a long time before he yield-
ed to the temptation.
