
TIlE LEGISLATURE.

The senate.
The Senate met at the usual hour,

Lieutenant Governor Wiltz in the chair.
Prayer by the Rev. Father Hubert.
A memorial with resolutions adopted

at Thibodaux, La., indorsing the action
of Gov. Nicholls, etc. was read.

Mr. Goode, for the Judiciary Commit-
tee, reported on Senate bill No. 87 with
an amendment.

Mr. Garland for same committee, re-
ported a substitute for the act to confer
further powers upon the Justices of the
Peace of St. Landry. The substitute

was adopted.
Act to amend section 246 of the Re-

vised Statutes was finally passed.
A message from the House announced

the action of that body on several bills,
and that the House was ready to ballot
for United States Senator.

Mr. ZiEharie introduced a concurrent
resolution for a joint rule to govern the
disposition of business left over unfin-
ished from the regular session in the
event of an extra session. Resolution
adopted.

Mr. Breaux called up and had passed
Senate bill prohibiting tax colleotors,
sheriffs and recorders from holding
other offices of trust and profit from
parish officials.

Senate bill No. 83, to authorize Clal-
borne parish to issue bonds, was finally
passed.

At 12:30 the Senate joined the House
to ballot for United States Senator, and
shortly returned.

Mr. Texuda in the chair.
Mr. Ogden called up the speoial order

for 1 o'clock, the report of the Commit-
tee on Education, relative to the State
University.

The resolutions accompanying the re-
port favoring aid to the institution were
adopted with an amendment, providing
the ilnances of tie State should jus'ify.

House bill No. c•-To amend sooetion
2528 of the lolevied Statutes, so as to ex-
tend the provlsions.of the Statutes to
donations aMLd other transfers of prop.
erty, r:'al or intmmovable, was passed.

Mr. Steven called for the special or-
der of the day, the Morgan railroad bill,
which was accordingly taken up,
amenned and finally passed,reconsider-
ation being refused.

The features of the bill have already
been notlced in the DEMOCnAT of Wed-
nesday. The amendments do not ma-
terially change its provisions.

Senate bill changing the judicial dis-
triots of St. Martin and Iberia parishes
was finally passed.

Senate bill No. 73, to authorize the
city of New Orleans to issue bonds in
exchange of others issued to pay a
judgment of Mrs. Gaines against the
city and its sureties on appeal was call-
ed up and amendments of the House
were concurred in.

House bill No. 117, regulating sale of
rights, etc., of railroad companies under
foreclosures, was finally passed.

At 2:30 v. m. the Senate, at the in-
stance of Mr. Breaux, went into execu-
tive session, which was shortly after
raised, and the Senate adjourned till 12
m. Thursday.

To-day will be the last of the sixty
days to which the regular sessions of
the Legislature are limited by the con-
stitution.

An extra session has been called, as
announced by publication.

Chicago was largely represented al

New Orleans during the carnival of the
Mardi Gras. Among the visitors from
this city were Harry Fox, Dick Som.
mere, Mr. and Mrs. Milton Palmer and
daughter, John Severance, Mr. Gar-
field, the hardware dealer; lM!r. Cogges-
hall, Prof. Hempstead, William Lyon
and sister, Mr. and Mrs. Daniel Thomp.
son, and a sister of Mrs. Thompson,
George Walker Tom Anderson, Mr.
Hughes, of the firm of Jackson, Hughes

& Co., and several others. Messrs,
Hughes and Fox returned on Thursday,
but the others scattered, Milton Palme,
and his party going to Mexico, others to
Texas or Cuba, and others engaging
passage on the steamer Great Republic
for the upper Mississippi. Mr. Sever-
ance was in Gov. Packard's office about
five minutes before the lunatic, Wel-
don made a target of him, and nar-
rowly escaped being an eye-witness of
the clever farce. Mr. Fox visited the
plantation of Charlie Walker, on Bayou
Teche, while in the South. Walker
had just got through with the sugar
season, sold his product, and found
himself $111,000 ahead on the year's
deal. His health is still on the decline.
He experiences much difficulty in in-
duolng negroes to work on the planta-
tion, as they are mostly anxious to go
to the Legislature, and spurn the prof-
fer of honest labor at living wages.
Mr. Walker employs about eighty
hands, whom he pays $1 per day and
rations, and would be glad to employ
one hundred and fifty, but the political
mania has so demoralized labor that but
few can be found so degraded in their
own estimation as to make an honest
living. Mr. Fox gives a comical descrip-
tion of a visit to the Packard Legisla-
ture, which is composed principally of
negroes. The visitors were accorded
seats on the platform, where they could
obtain a good view of the assembly.
The roll-call was rich in responses of
"veah" from the thick-lipped cotton
pickers foisted upon the State as legis-
lators. On a gala night a more intelli-
gent set could be picked at Dan Web-
ster's Bier avenue dive. The Nicholls
Legislature was also visited, and found
to be composed of reputable and intel-
ligent gentlemen. The visitors return
with the same old story-that Louisiana
Democrats care not a groat who is
Presidebt, provided they are allowed to
manage their own affairs.

To the Editor if the Ohiosgo Inter-Ooetna:

There will be a great deal of specula
tilon and very diversified opinion,
throughout the country for the nez
thirty days as to Gov. Hayes' views ii
regard to the political future of thi
Bouth. There will be those who wil
claim that Gov. Hayes is ready for
compromise and others who will sal
that Gov. Hayes will carry out Presl
dent Grant's policy of policing the
South.

Now, I have been in Columbus for tw(
days. I have talked with Gov. Hayes
ta•ked with his secretaries, talked witl
his friends and advisers, and will tel
you just where Gov. HtaTs stands.

The burden of Gov. Hayes' thought
just now is:

"How shall I make the South govert
herself?"

The President elect is satisfied tha
the policy of Gen. Grant-leaving the
ex-rebels on one side and the Northeri
Republicans and negroes on the other-
has not been a successful policy.

Hayes is satisfied that there
mustt be a new party in the South-o
two new parties--separated not by tht
color line, but by a political line. Hit
policy will be to try and separate the
native white vote-divide it-throwin,
the old hardshell rebel vote with the
ignorant negroes into a Democratc
party, and the old Union Whigs and in
telligent negroes into a new Union or
Republican party, Then he propose:
to withdraw the troops and let each
party take care of the other.

"Will Gov. Hayes jeopardize the no
gro?

No, he will not. IHe will treat with ne
party not based on the last constitu
tional amendments and on the perfeo
equality- political and religious - of the
colored man.

His idea is to foster a new party
based on absolute justice to all men
and a party that wl]• divide offices anti
honors with all colored men worthy oi
them. When ho can find such a party
coming to meet him from the South,
Gov. aiayes will meet it half Way. He
will say to it: Now police the Soutt
yourselves; re'ard (without distinctior
of color) your patriots; punish (without
distinction of color) your criminals, and
pritect (without distincton of color)
your children.

Gov. Hayes will not coneede a point
that may be construed into a comprom
lee; but he is prayerfully in earnest io
the idea that the South must be mad(
self-governing; that the color line musi
be broken down before there can bt
perpetual peace and before the South.

H1
believes the politlai distinction must
be political, not social; that, not only
the white vote must be separated, but
also the negro vote.

ing gown and absorbed in manful effort
to digest a late breakfast. A courle
sped to him announcing the approach o
the marines, and advising him to seel
shelter in Kidwell Bottoms or climb the
Washington Monument. But thegallan
Colonel disdained to fly. He orderer
his colored servant to bring him thE
formidable brass horse-pistols whict
his eminent ancestor, Gen. Platt, car
ried in the war of '12. He loaded the
patriotic weapons with a handful o
powder and two ounces of buckshot
and, deciding to go into action mount
ed, he called for his landaulet. Mean
while he ordered Watterson to supper
his flanks, and detailed Col. Richart
Wintersrnith and Sam Ward to guar(
his supplies. Thus panopled, and witt
the last forlorn hope of the republic
gathered about him, Col. Piatt calml]
awaited the onset of the forces of despot
ism. Presently the courier he had dis
patched to Watterson returned witt
important strategic information. Col
Watterson had made a reconnoissane:
in force, and had ascertained that the
occasion of the imposing demonstratior
of marines was the funeral of an Admi
ral. Whereupon Col. Piatt disbandec
his forces and resumed his arduous oc
cupation of digesting a late breakfast
The incident serves to show that the
lofty spirit of '76 has not altogether flee
from the American bosom.

Cavanac, Administrator 01el
Commerce of this city, who has beea
absent for several weeks in Washing
ton, assiduously attending to the int'er
eats of our people, returned last night
and was in the office of Gov. Nioholli
this morning.

Mr. Cavanac brings the most oheer*
ing news from the Capital, and says
that there can be no doubt of the redoo,
nition of Gov. Nicholls. He speaks fn
the highest terms of the great services
done for the cause by Major E. A. Burke
and Gen. Randall L. Gibson and the
Louisiana delegation in Congress.

Mr. Cavanac says also that the wish
that Governor Nicholls should be re
cognized is expressed by everybody ip
the North, whether Republicans 0-
Democrats. The great fear among -ier
publicans is that the recognition of
Packard would be resisted by the peo.
ple of Louisiana, and this resistanee
would result in a commotion through-
out the country, prejudicial to the in-
terests of the Republican party.

This is the resume of a hasty con-
versation with Mr. Cavanac just as we
are going to press. General Nicholls
this morning is in high spirits over the
news which he has received from Wash-
ington.
