The high rates of transportation per
rail have stopped itp utment -i - eaTsuw;u~ai
have actually opened the eyes of their live busti-
ness men to the fact that the Missouri River runs
by that city, and that there are plenty of busi-
ness men who are willing to contract for their
freight from that city to this in barges and ship
to Baltimore by rail from here at a lees price than
would cost them to get it to Uhlicago via rail. Why
these merchants have bulldozed themselves so
long is a wondtr. The feasibility of towing
barges on that river has been porfeotly domon-
strated by the Star Line for two or three years,
as they have been uuing them and but one barge
lost in that time, and that by the unekillfulness
and fright of the oolored crew at the Boonville
bridge. A committee has been appointed by the
Kansas City morchants, who will arrive here we
presume to-day, who are authorized to perfoeot
arrangements with owners of barges and steam-
boats for the shipping of a large amount of
grain, and will nodoub: suo e:l in doing so.
