House bill No, 22c, "Au act to provide for a
more adequate protection of the alluvial lands
of the State against the dangers and damages
to overflow; to abolish and reorganize the pre•-
eantboard of State Engineers; to abridge the
duties and compersation of the present com-
mission of engineers and the commission of
persons: to create certain engineer districts,
and to provide for the appointment of a State
Engineer and two district engineers for the
management of all puobli works therein; to
provide for the sub-division of these engineer
districts into aertain levee districts, and for the
management of the same by local commislsion-
ers; to provide for a central board of control,
which shall have supervi sion over all matters
relating to contracts, both btate and local, and
general control over all the levee interests of
the State, and to provide the means necessary
to carry out effectually all of the objects herein
instituted."

Being the special order of the day, was taken
up pending the considera ion of the second re-
port of the Committee on Lands and Levees.
