THE CITY'S DEBN.

Phe Hep, with characterlstlo courtesy
and with o faleness and dignity of tone
whioh vender a controvepsy with it
about matters of public interest a grato-
tul task, takes lssus with the oplnlons
exprossad in an artlole which we pub-
Hshed on Hundey last relative to the
bonded debt of the eity of New Orleans.

11 was with some diffidence and with

a aonfossion of lmperfect knowledge,
dus to n merely suporfielal study of the
matter, that we undertook to present to
our readers, in the article referred to,
tho impression left upon cur mind after
n perussl of tho two contradictory ar-
tieles on thia subject which had quite
rovently appeared In the Bee and the
fimen, Our deaire was to avold taking
elther pido of the controveray ; our sole
rensofl 1oy writing the article ut sll wos
the fact that the subject of which it
trented was one of lmmediate publle
interest, nod our purposs was subserved
by simply stating the concluslons
which we, as impertisl judgoes of the
question at iesuo, had drawn from n
cursory and necessarily lmperfect ex.
amination of the points of law and
equity presented by the repori ol the
Master in Chancory In the Maenhsut
suit, and the decigion of Judge Wools
fn the Morris Runger oage, i portion ef
which we published, But It Is evident
to us now thata very strong sense of
injury snd wrong 18 entertalned in this
matter by the holders of the old con-
solldatod bonds towards the oity au-
thorities, beeause of the refusal
of these authorities to recognize
thelr right to the full end com-
plete payment, prineipsl and In-
terest, of bonds purchased by thein
under conditlons peeculinrly stringent
and binding upon the city. They maln-
tain that not only the spirit, but the
very letter, of the law has been violated
by the ecity In its subsequent lesues of
bonds, the attempt to satisfy which
has financially erippled it and practi-
cully disabled It from meeting the gaered
indebtedness held by themaelves,
BHo far as the refusal of the city
guthorities to recognlze the sanctity
gnd priority of the claims founded upon
the bonds lssued under the net of 1852 le
coneerned, our sympathies are entirely
with the holders of these consolidated
bonde. In law and equity their clalms
are abesolutely binding and cannot be
ignored without a violation of the con-
tract which the city, with the sanction
of the Leglslature, made with the pur-
chasers of these bonds, But there are
other partles whose clalms, if they do
not eall for equal sympathy, are yet
founded In equity and justice, and are
entitled to a fair hearing; namely,
the persons who now hold, a8 bona
fide and innocent purchasers, the bonds
lssued by the clty under various acts of
the Leglalature, As a malter of mere
sympathy, therefore, the gcales would
poem to be pretiy equally balanced, but
the matter is not one of sympathy, nor
even of justice and equity. It isaques-
tlon of law, and as such we proposze to
treat it in the future.

It seems very probable that this gques-
tion will, at an early day, call for fre-
quent, discussion by the press; it is,
therafore, unnecessary for us at this
moment to discuss 1t at lenzth, We will
venture, however, to say that, In our
judgment, the main points upon which
the whole controversy will turn, sv far
as the courts are concerned, are the fol-
lowing :

1. The act of 1852, under which the
old consolidated bonds wers issued,
created a contract between the city and
the holders of these bonds which no
subsequent act of the Legislature and
no action of the city authorities could
abrogate,

2, That many of the later issues of
bonds made by the city were made in
violation of the terms of the act of 1852,
and might have been prevented by
proper vigilanee on the part of the
holders of the old consolidated bonds
and of the taxpayers of the city.

3. That the bonds 8o issued in
violatlon of law, however illegal they
may have been in thelr origin, have
been practically validated by the act of
the Legislature endorsing and author-
izing the Premium Bond scheme,

4, That this Premium Bond scheme,
while it is binding upon the taxpayers
