St'Arroxt 1. Be it enanctd by the enaole and
Ilouse of Rekpresentnlivena of the aitle q!f Louii-
ana, in General Anrer*mrbly convened, That on and
after the passage of this sot all liens and privil-
eges for all taxes and assessments on real proper-
ty for any purpose whatever already reourded or
which may be hereafter reoorded, shall bear ex-
clusively and alone upon the property taxed or
assessed; and when recorded in the Mortgage
Oflide, shall not sffeot any oher property gener-
ally belonging to the delinquent taxpayers.

Ino. 2. Ie it furither ernrted, eic., That the
sheriff or constastle of any competent court, in
execuilng any writ of selttire and sale on any
