A PEOPLE WHO WANT PEACE.

On the first of Maroh President Grant
tolegrapbed Packard In substance that,
publie opinion would no longer support
the maintenance of the HBiate Clovern-
ment in Loulslana by the use of the
military and that he muet concur in
that manifeat teeling, * The troops,”
continued the dispatoh, ** will horoafter,
a8 In the past, proteot life and property
from mob violenoe, when the Btate an-
thorities fail ; but durlng the remaining
days of my officlal life, they will not be
used to establish or to pull down either
clalmant for the control of the Htate."

For ten years the people of Loulalana
had only henrd from the seat of Federal
authority the language of Insult and
military command, Jhelr  protosts
against wrong and oppression were not
aven nccorded 4 hearing, though every
falsehood and slander which the malig.
nant ingenuity of carpet-bag politicians
conld Invont to thelr detriment was ne-
oopted by the President as gospel truth,
and thoy wera looked upon and treated
as traitors, robels and brutal ruffans,
Had there been among the white people
of Loulslana that spirit of brutal Intol-
eranco of Northern men, or that savage
hatred of white Republicans, and that
murderous anlmosity toward the ne-
groes with which they have boeon ored-
fted by the Administration and a large
majority of the Northern people, not
only would the carpet-baggers have boen
long since awept beyond the bordera
of the State or of exlatence, but
our very olvilization would have been
exterminated, and our towns, and citles,
and plantations, converted into jungles
and awampa, All that the reckless and
malevolent power of the Federal Govern-
ment could do in the last elght years to
impoverish and Africanize Loulsiana;
all that carpet-bug corruption and
rapacity could do to outlaw, plun-
der and drfve out of Its bor-
ders, the white pecple of the State
has been done. If New Orleans to-day
is not a dead city with the grass grow-
ing In its strects and the owls bullding
their neats In the steeples of ita temples
and the roofs of its storehouses and
dwellings; if the cultivated distriots of
this State are not overgrown with the
wilderness or reconverted Into swampe,
it is not because Gen, Grant’s adminls-
tration, and the wicked rule it upheld,
did not pursue the most effclent
methods o produce such results, What
of clvilization, wealth and prosperity
are left In the State have been pregerved
and maintained, in spite of the Foderal
power and the villalns it encouraged
and protected, by the courage, energy,
fortitude and forbearance of the very
olasses of our people who have for ten
years been denounced as ruffians and
assassine ; as unchristian dogs, virulent
and half savage rebels.

‘We think it would be wise and just on
the part of President Hayes to racognize
this luminous fact, and consider, in his
present dealing with the Louislana ques-
tion, the cause of it.

they never strick thelt opprosaors save
in direot defence of lite and honor,

If these examples of the moderation
of put people, under the most aggravat:
ing olroumstances, do not satisfy the
President that hia spprehension that
the removal of the troops will aubject
Paclkard and all other Hepublicans in
the Btate to prompt and indlsoriminate
alaughter at our hands, theie temper
ot the publication of Gen, Urant's dis=
patoh, quoted at the epening of this at-
tiole, to Packard, should satiefy hime
Ad we have temarkod, that dispatoh con-
tained the firat fair words the people of
Loulsiann had heard from Washington
in elght venrs, But they contained a
promiss of the justlee and pesce for
which they had longed aud hoped and
yourned for, from the day they laid
down thelr arms; and almost, ns if by
magle, thelr hearts turned to Grant in
kindness nnd gratitude. The wrongs,
the tneults, the robberies and oppros:
slona of eight weary years wate
forgotten; and wa belleve that, In
the: days following the sending
of that diapateh, thete ls no honot
Chtant could have asked that thoy
gonld bestow, which they woull not
with sinoerity and whole-hesrtedness
have glven him., Those meagre worda
of kindness had searoely died upon the
lips of the man who for elght years
had Jept hilg hesl upon the necka of the
peopla of Loulslnna, before, na with one
voloe, they suggested that the wrongs
he bhad done them were eommitted in
fgnorenoe of the true sltuation, and
that lentning the truth in the Inst daye
of his term he had hast ned to do all
that lay in his power to rlght the wrongs,

This prompt forgiveness and tovul-
alon from hate to kindly pentimonta
aprung from no craven aplielt, from no
wenkneas of national character, but from
the tomging of the people for peace,  Let
Mr. Hayesnsk himeelf If a people instch
frame of mind are likely, if loft freo,
to plunge thelr oity and Biate Into
scones of atrife and bloodshnd? The
iden la prepostegous.

The mon who have bred sirife in Lou-
lainnn; who have driven pence and,
with 1t, weslth, happiness and progper-
ity, from ita bordoers, are the men who
are pow bartlonded within the 8E,
Louls Hotel under the shadow of Fad-
oral bayoneta ; the men who are appeal.
ing to Mr. Hayes to relnaugurate tho
old, merciless and ruinous policy of
Grant, and who want ederal protec-
tlon, not in the discharge of logitimate
offlelal functiens, nor In the oxerolse of
tho duties of honest oltlzens, but for
the purpose of trampling the white
people of the Htate in the vory dust,
whilo they continue their relgn of rob-
bory, proflignoy and outrage,

The sume cordial sentiment of grati.
tude with whioh this people recelved
Gen, Grant's firet words of kindnenss and
pence, will go out to President Hayes, if
he faithfully and fully carrles out his
Bouthern polloy in dealing with the
Loulslana question. If he doos thin; if
ho nsks for no compromlses, proposes
no bargaing, but withdraws bLis troops
and leavos us under the constitution and
the laws to settle In our own way our own
affaira, he will win the support of the
Houth; he will {dentily himself with
the dawn of a new ern of peace
and happiness In a community of
elght hundred thousand people; he will
eatablish good-will betwoon the blacks
and the whites, and thus secure for the
former that care and protection they
have never had under the rule of Radi-
calism, And more than all this, he will
be instrumental in erasing from the
hearta of the people the laat traces of
that bltterneess and Intolerance engen-
dered by the war, and the glory of
re-eéatablishing the union In sentiment,
a3 well as, in fact, will wash away the
staln of fraud which darkens and dia-
graces his title to his high office.
