oInCULAR LETTER TO THE MACRINE ENOINiEE:S OF
THE UNITED STATES.

COIcrNNxAr, March 81.-We desire to call your
attention to the following address of the National
Association of Marine Engineers, hoping that if
there are a sufficient numberof marine en ioeers
in your district you will use your influence to
have them organize a subordinate association.
If Ion have not the time, or do not desire to take
an active part in the matter, please hand this to
some engineer who you thingi would see what
eould be done.

The Association has been organized and is
working for the interest and welfare of all the
marine engineers of the United States, and is not
controlled by or used for the interest of any sec-
tion of the country, or any particular class of
engineers. We aim to wipe out all misnuder-
s'andings and prcjulJioes between the engineers
of different sections of the country, and hold that
as we are brothers of one craft so should we be
brether. in reality as well as in name. It is our
desire to elevate the character, standing, anod
qualhfloations of every marine engineer who be-
comes associated with nu. We do not encourage
strikes, nor support any conflict between owners
and engineers, but we do claim the natural and
just right to demand equitable compensation for
our labor our skill, and hourly rirks inseparably
connectea with our profession. We claim that it
is only by mutual acquaintance and combination
that we can prevent injustice being done.

The United States laws regulating the marine
engineers, while al .rding us no protection, nor
preventing improper persons from being licenred,
makes us liable to certain ptnaltles, and taxes us
without the privilege of representation. We aim
by all just and fair means to have the laws so
amended that while it is a law it Shall also be
justice.

We want all engineers to join us intending to
elevate the profession, and mean that the factor
an engineer beir g a member of our Association
shall be a certificate of his character as a man
and his ab;lity as an engineer.

You will at one6 perceive that in an address of
this kind how impossible it is to cover tbhewhole
ground we therefore solhoit oorrespondence on
any and every point connected with the subject.
We shall be pleased to furnish you all informa-
tion regarding the necessary steps to organize an
association; such as cost of charter, number of
members, and all matter regarding the present
condition of the association throughout the United
States.

There are now in operation eleven subordinate
assopiations, some of them exceeding a memb ar-
ship'of over two hundred, and are steadily gain-
ing in numbers and in infliuetnce.
