WASimINOTON, April .--The tone of
Packard's letter to the President shows
that his close confinement in the St.
Louis Hotel has affected his mind; at
all events, it betrays a woful lack of in-
formation as to the situation at this end
of the itne. Packard may as well know
that the sole object of the President ib
to get rid of him, and the Commission
was chosen as a delicate method of per-
forming the surgery necessary to that
operation. When Packard says in his
letter that he was called to the execu-
tivechair of Louisiana by the same votes
that elevated Hayes to the Presidency
he employs what at the White House
has been considered as arrant sophistry
for several weeks; however, there is no
law to restrain the kicks of a dying dog.

The Terms of I'eace between the Rival Lines,

New Y,Vo, April f.-The agreement entered
into yesterday between the New York Central
and Hudson tiver, ltie Pennsylvania and Balti-
more and Obio Itailroad Companies, in regard to
freights, were as follows:
