THE SCENE WAS A GHASTLY ONE;

the unfortunste man was ¢n the floor, with the
lower portion of his face eatirely torn awey,
while his neck presented & terrible gash, some
three inchea in length, showing that Bearaa had
firet attempted to biow his brains out, aud fail-
m]g. geizod the hatohet that wae in his room and
tried to sever his jngular vein.

Bearss was picked up, placed upon a bed and a
physeician enmmoned to attend him, The dootor,
after examining him, stated that it was possible
he would recever, but the chances were sgaiust
him. The lower jaw was [ractured and the mus-
cles of the peck were severed, a1d should he get
well he wounld always have a stiff neck and wounld
be tarribly disfigured.

The wounded man did not regret what he had
drpe, but waa sorry that the instrument he used
tind faied in producing death, and thia feeling
was proven by him begiing every friend thas vis.
ited him to get h.m svme poison.
