“If tho Legislature csonot- take from a muni-
cipal eorporation the power of taxation conforred
contemporansonsly with the power to borrow
monsy snd for the purpose of rs}uylng ths mooey
borcowad, it would seem to Tollow o fortiori that
it oonld not utterly destroy lhe muoivipal porpo-
ration which haed ipswed ‘bonds on the feith of &
aw authoriwingl taxation to pay them, thns not
only repealing the power of taxaiion, but lel"lllﬁ
no corporste entily in existence againat whic
puit might be brought.”

How the obligation of & conlract made by a
munioipsl _corporstion for the payment of
maney could be more effeciuslly impaired it is
diffionlt to concelve,

Judge Wooar quoting Dillen on Oorporation
as follows: ' As respecis oreditors of s moni-
cipsl corporation their rights are proleoted from
lmiulmn invasion by the itution of the Uni-
tod Htates, and no repeal of the charter of & M-
nlcipal corporation can so dissolve it as to impair
the obligation of the contract, or, it may probably
be salely added Preoludo the creditor from re-
ocovering his debt.”
