. "$126,000, The two little BStates of
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THE GAME LAW.

There is & bill which recently passed
the Legislature the objeots of which
are commendable, Wa refer to the
groposed law to prevent and punish the
killing of game during the breeding or
inoubating seasom.

Tn relation to birds, the terms of this
law are extended beyond the scope of
similar laws In other Statea and coun-
tries, so as to Include gong birds as well
ag thoso whick belong to the class of
game birds, As to the latter, qualle,
patridges and pheasants only are men-
tloned, whose inoubatling season (or
within which they cannot be shot or
hunted) I8 fixed betwoen the 1st April
and I5th September, Now, this classill-
cation 1a radioally defoctive in this, Ehat
it does not include groyse or pralrie
ohickeng, which are the only game birds
that are engaged in incubating during
the period indicatod.

There are no partiidges or pheasants
in Lounisiana, but quiet a good stock of
grouse or prairie chickens on the
prairies of Opelousas and the Attaka-
paa country, which need the protection
of this law, What are commonly called
partridges are, in fact, quails, 8o recog-
nized and deflned in all scientifiz
hooks on the srubject.

Theap are almost the only birds, to-
gether with wild turkeys, which de-
mand the protection extended by this
law, 'There gehould be penalties against
all parties who hunt these during the
period of their domestielty, or who de-
atroy their eggs and thereby check the
multiplioation of their species.

There 18 no need of extending the
provieions of this law to some of the
fosthored tribe that may be elassed as
carper-baggera, visiting our Htate in
mideummer to fatten in our awamps on
our luscious insects and reptilos, They
are mere nomads, but unlike the hu-
man nomade who infest our State, they
furnish our epicures with some of the
delntlest srticles of luxury and nour-
ishment, ‘They do not need the protee-
tlon of a game law, At the very period
when our regular and permanent
feathorod settlers are engaged in the
duty of all good cltizens of multiplying
their species, these Immigrants are ab-
sorbed in fattening their own bodies so as
to beguile our people into the luxurious
and encrvating enjoyment of feasting
on them, at exorbitant rates and with
various accompanaments of perilous
and bewildering consequences to their
morsl well-being and intellectual equi-
polae,

Buch are the woodeock, jacksnipe,
grosbeck, beceroche, and, lastly, that
most saductive of all feathered dainties,
the papabot, This exquisite and in-
comparable bird only attalns his excel-
lence in the month of August. During
the rest of the year he isa meagre, un-
satisfactory and lean specimen of
plover, hardly worth the shootlng, It
would be well to amend the game law
g0 as to prevent tho killing of papabota
bafore the firet of Adgust and alter the
firat ol October.

There ia no rlcher, fatter, more lusci-
ous, juley and appetizlng morsel than
the papabot during the period indicated,
when it has acoess to the green Bpanish
flies and other entomologleal morceaur
of our swamps and ponds, With the
digappearance of the flies aforesald, the
papabot declines Into a thin, long-
legged sort of plover, hardly above the
rank of a killdee, Now let the destruc-
tion of the papabot be arrested and pre-
vented when he cenges to come up to
the standard of excellence and julciness
which he reaches during flytime, Very
recently wo saw quite a number of them
offered for sale on the streets, which
wera readily bought by *‘green ones’
ng genuine papabots., ‘The purchasers
thereol have since digcovered the decep-
tion perpetrated on them, and agalnst
which tha law should protect such ig-
norant and upwary porsons,

Paesing from game birds, our law
has assumed to protect the musical
tastes and love of melody of our
people by affixing penalties to
the destruction of the eggs and
the killing of certain birds that
minlster to this sentiment. Such are
mocking birds, black birds, finches,
ote, Strapge to say, no mention is
made of the ailvery-voiced pawpas and
the melodious red birds, The only ob-
jection to this provision of the bill is
that 1t will interrupt a very important
trade, and perheps infringe that article
of the Federal constitution which de-
nies to the States the power to regulate
commerce, In the capture and sale of
theso birds there is quite an active
businees carried on in this State, espe-
cially in the Florida parishes, whence &
large number of our song birds are
every year dispatched to Northern and
European markets, to give life and
melody to their aviarles and inspire
with a just appreciation of natural
music the dull faculties of the more
northern races.

The hunting of the hare, especially
with beagles, has become & very favor-
ite sport in Louisiana. It has all the
attractions, without the fatigus and un-
certainties, of deer driving, and it is
very desirable that the inerease of the
gubject of this sport should be promo-
ted. It is perhaps lesa necessary that
some provision should be made similar
to thosze made to check the destruction
of gameo birds, in regard to tho hare,
from his known unconguerable zeal and
pertinacity in the multiplication of nis
species.

Relative to quadrupeds, the only sub-
ject of the protection of’ the law ia the
deer, and, even in regard to him, the
statute is drawn with singular infelicity
in fixing the perlod when he may be
shot at least two months too late to
avold interrupting his folfilment of the
great and first duty imposed upon all

month

offapring. But not a word of protection
Ia inwserted in the statute to arrest and
punish the ruthless deatruction of one
gentle lnnocent, and, when the froet
falls, very appetizing little quadruped,
namely, the hare, which has been most
faithful and industrious, despite his
many foes, in increasing his family in
this Btate.

Then, alter the hare, we suggest that
some provizion be made to prevent the
destruction of the eggs of soft shell
tuftles, sen turtles, and gophers, which,
properly handled in the kitchen, gerve
tosupply the most delicious articls of
food of all the ferae naturae of our
rather swampy region,

The proteetlon and increase of these
animals deserve the perious study and
oare of all philanthropists and legisla-
tore in Louisiann., They constitiute an
article of food of such abundance, deli-
oacy and nutritiournees, that, in the not
remole future, economists will wonder
that we should have sent so much of
our hard-earned money out of the State
to pay for fat and salty pork and stall-
fad beef, when in the always adjacent
swatnb, or in ovory lake or pond, we
can eapture, with some art and little
labor, & far better article of meat in the
shape of goft shells, loggerheads,
gophers, and other specimens of tho
tertudinal gonus,

A NEW DEPARTURE,

Wea wera gratified to hear, yesterday,
that Chiel Boylan, neting upon the
puggeation of the Dumounar, has issued
orders to his men nol to make yae of
thelr revolvers unless In positive eell-
defense. 1t Is a judicious order, end we
slncerely commend Chiof Doylan upon
ita isguance, The practice inangurated
here, under the Radical regime of in-
diseriminate shootlng by policemen
to procure arresls, was & orying
abuse, and we rejoice that the barbarous
oustom shonld be abelished, The moen,
belng uninstructed, were scarcely to
blame for followlng old traditions, and,
to the ordinary mortal, there is some-
thing go very enticing and alluring in
taking asquare aim at a fellow’s back
when he is ruoning, that, we must say
it to the eredit of the police, it is aston-
{ashing that they should not have taken
more advantage of the license hereto-
fore granted them.

Panknrd has stepped down from the
high horse upon which he expected to
ride at a canter into the gubernatorial
offlen.
