aa 1te last defense 1o ita wicked conspi-
racy to enslave and degrade & brave butb
Helplers propls; and the departire was
hnlled as the dawn of o new era, in
whick the divil suthorjty shill reassett

Pifteon yoars ago wesatood In the same
place and witnessed a fer different
sosns, Tt was the pussage by the
tivet fromt of our olty of one of the moat
poworful Aeets of moedern times, i

Home ton or twelve steamers of the
fl st vlaes, with batteries of mote power’
and effectiveness than kad sver bofore
approached, In hostile array, & defense-
lesa olty, moved majestioally through
our peat, threstening the whole city
with thoelr huge guns, and menacing
the habitations of two hundred thous-
anid psople with destruntion and instant
annihkilation,

This was the renowned squadron of
Commodere Fartagual, a Bouthern born
man and long & resident of our Htate,
who, by long service nnd abseuce from
the Blate, where hia boyhood and youth
had been epentand whonoe he started on
hils Brat vanture in the service, had been
allennated from hisfidelity to her, or had
heen disciplined iate the subordination
of Btate to Nationsl pride and duty.

A gturdy and determined sailor, ke
had orushed all obstacles in his pro-
gresa, Passing the forts below the city
under a tornado of shot and shell, dash-
Ing with deaperste foresand determina-
tlon upon our frall end Improvised fleet,
and sinking or Blowing up each lndi-
vidunl ahip, hls sguadron moved up,
atream, reckless of all opposors and
hardly pausing to return the fire of the
shore batteries, which, with herole but
ineffectunl efforts, atrove to arrest their
progress, thia squadron soon reached
the Port pnd river Ifront, and, without
chango or interruption of thelt order or
position, moved majestioally up stream,
gracefully dipping their flag in respect
to a fallen but brave foe. Aa the great
stoamers moved along the river front
the port-holes were ali open. The men
stood to thelr guns; the officers were
conspiouous in the yard-arms and on
the upper decks, But not a sound of
exultation or menace esoaped from their
ships. At last, about 1:30 p, m. these
ships oamo to snchor a distance of a
few hundred wyards mpart. In the
moantime ffty thousand people had
oollected on the levee to witnesa the
sad and crushing spectacle. It 1s
valn to say that this multitude was
strickon with grief and with wild fury,
Thelr impotence gave vigor fo their
ferocity and honor. They saw in the
aspect and triumph of thut fleet, the
fallure of a onuse which Had enlisted
their profoundest sentiments and pas-
slons, The glorious victories ln Yirginia
paled thelr ineffoctual fires before, the
flerce glare of so crushing & triumph of

Frenzy posseasod tho vast host of a
desperate and atrloken people, Bhouts
of deflance, wild excesses, the fire of
small arme at the careless groat float-
ing batteries, Indisorimlinate viclence
agninsat all suapected sympathizers with
the hatred invader, resistance to all
efforts of a uniformed force, to malntain
ordor pnd reapect for personal rights,
the ruthless souttling of costly docks,
the firlog of commerclal veasola, and the
destruotion of mililons of produce, and
the obliteration of every vestige of the
property employed In the defense of the
oity, and varlous other violent deeds of
fury and devastation, marked that dark-
est and most diemal of all the days in
the hlstory of this eity.

In the midst of this wild scene, a aud-

den storm of wind, thunder and rain

aprang up. This was a fortunate inter-

ruption. The drenched and tempest
beaten multitude were dlapersed, loav-
ing & black, desolate and smoking levee
the wholo length of the ecity. The
people sought the shelter of their

housos and the consolatlion of prayer

and imprecations upon the victorious
foes who had subjected them to such
misery and humiliation,

In the midst of the storm the sturdy
commander of this fleet had dispatched
a high officer to demand the surrender
of the city. This officer, accompanied

by a subaltern and a flag of truce, made

his landing at the foot of Canal street.

The womon of Now Orleansg, a8 usual,
oarried their point, There was ne man
who had tho courage to attempt to re-
move that flag. It was finally hailed
dowe by o powerful foree of sailors and
mariges from thie flect, who landed and
marched into the oity, when asaurad
that there were no soldlers or aring left
init, When that flag wna hauled down
New Orleans ceaged to ba a free ofty.
Frow that time it became subjeoted to
the Iron rule of military power and
foros, nnd in this miserakle and do-
graded condition, modified only at brlaf
dntervals, it has vontinued, antil yester-
day, when the President cnused to be
exacuted sh ordet whioh recognised the
freedom of this people, which struck
‘from thelr limbe the iron shiokles they
have worn for filteen yosrs, and pro-
olalmed that henooforth in this, na
everywhere else throughout the broad
extent of this Republic, the Olvil Power
ahall dominate the military, and Lib-
efty and Resson shall prevall over
physical and material fores,

RINGS AND RENTITUION,

Immediately on the admission of the
Packardites to the seats in the Legls.
lnture too long kept waocant for them
thete start pretiy oredible rumors of the
orgonization of rings, on the aystem
which haa prevalled In sll the preceding
Radleal Legislatures of this Btate, The
object of theae rings has been to controg
the Legislature of the Btate, and to sell
to Interested patties, In the block, the
votes of the members composing
the rings, The annala of no govern-
ment In the olvilized world could ex-
hibit such an amount of vanality and
corrtuption as would be revealed in a
truthful narrative of the transactiona of
thess rings, since that most baneful
of all the occurrences In our history,
tho accesslon of Warmoth to the
Clovernorahip of thils State in isos,
Millions of the Htate’s and peo-
ple’s money have been swallowed
ap by  these  vile cormorants,
Evary anot of the Leglslature, good or
bad--and they were nearly all of the
iatter class—was subjected to this tax,
The members of the rings all bocame
trieh, Ho did the Executive, and even
the judicial offfcors, Some have aban-
doned the Btate and lnvested their plun-
der elsewhere, Others have sguandered
thelr 1ll-got pelf,

There stlll remain among us a pum-
ber who have managed to hide away
and rotalo much of their stolen wealth,
Some are Indlscreet enough to parade
their shameful riches in ostentatlous
diaplays and affected Hborality,

Not the less, however, are they
rogues--rogues of a class and character
whom it would be a mest mistaken and
unwise pelicy of the honest governmont
of this Btate to pardon or lot escape
from that justioe and retribution due to
their erimes. There are not a fow
ol these eriminals now in  office,
Thero 18 a large represcntation of them
in the Packard portion of the Leglsla-
ture, Sball they be parmitted to romain
in offices of diganity and trust without
some effort to vindieste the honor and
the just clalms of the Htate for restitu.
tlon of the money they have extracted
from the treasury and people? Tor
politicel acts we cheerfully join in any
propogitions for their oblivion and for-
glveness, Dut for base and vile actas of
larceny of the treasure of the Btate and
her impoverished peeple, we have no
such toleration or indulgenoce,

These rogues should be treated as
Twoeod and his gang have been in New
York. They abould be compelled to
disgorge.

It thie course 18 not pursued, we need
not be surprised If the rumors of the
revival of the Ring and Plunder aystem
ahould prove true, and that the mani-
festations thereof will be quickly dis-
gernible in our teo numeroudLogisla-
ture, .

There is great reason in this party of
honesty and reform to entertain derious
apprehensions from the success or 1m-
punity of puch revival, Wo have had
some humiliating experience in the
past that whoen the ring eystem o set
In operution, its baneful influence ex-
tends beyond the party which has hore-
teforo practiced it, There are wenk and
suaceptible persons who get Into public
offices under the guise of honest Demo-
crats and Conservatives, who are not un-
Irequently enticed Into relations with
these corrupt schemers, 'There are
strong allurementa to poor and wealk
persons of originally honcst intents,
which must be resisted and not permit-
ted to reach any department, of our gov-
ernment obsta principite, The first in-
troduction ofringism or venality must be
crushed in the bud, ILobbylsm, a mild
form of corruption, must be made a mis-
demeanor and an offense,

To give effect to such repressive
measures and lmprese weak and unset-
tled minds with & due respect for the
law, the rights of the State and the
people, examples and precedents should
be set by the investigation and prose-
cution of all persons in public statlon,
or who have been in public station,
who have heretofore abused the trust
and embezzled the money of the State
and the people, We need some exam-
ples of this sort.

The Damoocracy of this Btate will omit
