all the land owners from the head of
Bayou Pierre two miles below Shreve-
port to the outlet of the Spanish Lake
country in Natchitoches parish.- I Mans-
field Reporter.

We do not know where to lay blame,
but there is somthming virtually wrong
about our Lower Coast mail. Since the
present contractor has had charge of
this mail route, no one can form any idea
when the mail will arrive or depart--
whether at all or not. There is some-
thing consoling in the idea that when
you deposit a letter, newspaper or pack-
age in the post office, to be transported
to New Orleans or some otherpost office
immediately on the line, that it will
certainly reach its destination in the
course of a few weeks; but we are do-
irived of even this small consolation.

Three-fourths of the mail matter of
this coast is now carried by private con-
veyance(, without pay ing postage, simply
because there is no dlependence to be
dlaced in the mail service, thereby los-
ng more to the government than it

would cost extra to pay a regular first-
class boat like the Martha to carry the
mail, besides inconveniencing this en-
tire coast and endangering the loss of
the .entire mail, including Mr. Beebe
the handsome and accommodating mail
agent.-[Plaquemines Observer.

'The Pope'a Dally Life.
Considering the amount of work ac-

complished during each ordinary (tay
of the Pope's life, it is hardly to be
wondered at that now old age is laying
its hand heavily Upon him, and though
his family 'as i long-lived one, but lit-
tle sh buld now be made of the fact, in
Srophesying for his Holiness a much
longer path in his earthly pilgrimage.
With but slight intermission for repose,
the aged Pontiff works sixteen hours out
of the twenty-four. He is up by six
o'clock in the morning, and retires at
ten in the evening. Having risen, he
celebrates mass, then breakfast and at
once receives Cardinal Sitmnoni, his See-
rotary of State, and transacts with him
whatever business may claim the hour.

Then the heads of the different con-
gregations wait upon him t' there is
matter of importance to be csti(dered,
and when these have left, those foreign
ambassadors who may desire to see him
are ushered in; then come in bishops
from abroad, and, when these are dis-
missed, audience is given to any persons
who may wish to see and pay our
respects to Ills Holiness; of these a
large portion is always sure to consist
of foreigners, who are quite as often
Protestants as Catholics. They are re-
ceived by the Pope, who passes up one
side of the long gallery to the end and
then up again on the other side, passing
the lines of visitors-the men in evening
dress and the women in black-so as
to pass in front of each person, to
some of whom he speaks. This ends
the audience for the day, and the Pope
walks either in the garden of the Vati-
can, or strolls about in its spacious
11,000 rooms. By this time it is 2 or 3
o'clock and His Holiness eats his dinner
alone, eating and drinking but mode-
rately, and it he partakes of wine, it is
generally Bordeaux, of which he is
fond. He then reads the newspapers
during his hour of after-dinner repose,
then takes another little walk, and after
eating a light supper receives his
friends in his apartments until 10
o'clock, when he retires. It will be seen
that his daily curriculum must heavily
task the powers of so ol0 a man as the
Pope, and if he should sooh drop out of
life it would not-in the present condi-
tion-be strange.

Ru4slan ILallways.

A recent work on Russian railways
says: "At the outbreak of the Crimean
war there were only about seven hun-
dred and fifty miles of railway in the
whole empire, and troops and stores
were conveyed hundreds of miles by
the most primitive means of transport.
Now Russia has no less than 11,000
miles of railroad, and every year new
lines are constructed. It is a curious
fact that, as a general rule, the rail-
ways, like camel drivers in certain
Eastern countries, studiously avoid
the towns. As a consequence the trav-
eler takes a ticket for a certain town,
and finds on arriving at what he
imagines to be his destination that the
railway station is surrounded by fields,
and that it is often several miles from
the town bearing the same name. The
chief reason for this seems to be that
land immediately within or without the
municipal barrier is relatively dear, and
that the railroads, being completely be-
yond the invigorating influence of
healthy competition, can look upon the
comfort and convenience of passengers
as a secondary consideration. In one
celebrated instance. however, and on the
most important railroad line in Russia,
another cause brought this result.
'From St. Petersburg to Moscow the
locomotive runs for a distance of four
hundred miles, almost as the crow is
supposed to fly, turning neither to the
right nor to the left. For fifteen weary
hours the passenger in the express looks
out on forest and morass, and rarely
catches sight of human habitation.'
Only once does he catch a glimpse of a
town in the whole distance, and this
place, Tyler by name, is favored simply
because it happened to be near the
straight line."

Georcla Election.
[St. Louis Republicen.]

An election is to be held in Georgia on
the 1st of MIay on the proposed amend-
ment to the constitution prohibiting the
Legislature ever to recognize the fraud-
ulent bonds issued by Bullock, the last
Republican Governor of the State.
There is no doubt that the amendment
will be adopted by an overwhelming
majority. The Legislature disowned
the fraudulent bonds several years ago,
but to make sure of their never being
paid it is proposed to prohibit it in the
constitution. The bogus bonds amount
to about $8,000,000.
