Informatlol for 7 tlho Want to Live
Well and Prudently.

Now Is the neason whloh perplexes honue-
keepers in their marketing and in the procuro.
-ent of the articles of food anud Inury for the
delight of the gustatory organs. This perplexity
arises rrom the aepel.ose charaoter of our cli.
mate which through a remarkably cold and pro.
tracted winter, has delayed the maturity and
development of the customary material of food
at this s ason of the year. Both vegetable anad
animal food have suffired to a degree by this
phenomenal season. Vegetabes and fruits do
not exhibit he usually fully matured oondition
whlch in our seml-troplold lime they IueftJly
preeent ln the early summer. They have been
greatly retarded in their growth. They have not
bad their fil l share of solar heat, which expands
aLd tatlltes the whole vegetable world. This

Irmark, however, does not apply to fruit whloh
are of Northern origin, like strawberries and
blackberriese. These have never been better or
more abundant than now; but it does apply to
peas, potatoes, cabbages, onions, oonumbers,
spinaoh, artichoke, and the like. Thoagh not or
a good quality as u-ual, these are all helt at res
sonable rates, and the supply is qu'te abundant,
it is in good appetistng meate that our markets
are at pre ent mostdeflient. Of good beef and
mutton there is a great soaroity. In fact, young
lamb and veal take preo denoe of beef and mut-
ton, and of these the go id q taties c ,mmand
suoh l:igh rateu as to place them beyond the
reach of persons of moderate means. T so dui.
tars for a m 11 q tarter of lamb is a hbih rat-',
conesiering that two, or at least hardly more thin
two healtbh appetitas could be aStisfied here.
