As H. Stone was in the
pilot-house when I told him to round out. by
which I lost the whole boat, and as Boutwell told
us in Washington, by the negligence of a licensed
officer he was responsible if ableo nowl think the
government should be responsible for its agents,
and pay for the Fannie Moore, as the boat was
sunk unjustly, as there was no reason for the act
at the place it occurred. I have all the ma-
chuinry out but the boilers.
