HIENRI ROCHEFORT'M PAPER.

Tihe Unfortunate Fate of French Jour
nallsts.

It is somewhat astonishing to find the
present French Government permitting
M. Henri Rochefort to publish another
Lanterne. In the first number of this
new series the writer recounts the sad

fate that overtook the staff of the Mar-
seillaise, which Red journal was started
in 1869 and lasted only a few months.

Here is the list of the victims, which
shows that French journalism, without
mentioning duels and civil actions, is a

very serious affair: Victor Noir shot
down with a revolver by Prince Pierre
Bonaparte; Milliere, shot without trial ;

Flourens, hacked to death with sabres;

Corcelles, dead on board the Guerriere;
Verdure, dead in New Caledonia; Ranc
and Jules Valles, condemned to death;
Humbert, condemned to hard labor for
life; Henri Rochefort, Olivier Pain, Ar-
thur Arnold, Paschal Grousset, Assi,

Malon, Lissagaray, Collot, Mourot, sen-
tenced to transportation.

Hydrophobia.

The State Board of Health of Massa-
chusetts has issued an elaborate circu-

lar in regard to hydrophobia, describing

the symptoms of the various stages of
the disease, and affirming that an at-
tack can be generally avoided if the

wound from a rabid animal be well

washed and cauterized at once with a

white-hot iron or with nitrate of silver.
The faith of the public in the efficacy of
the cautery as a preventive of hydropho-
bia has been shaken within the past two

years, so many times has death occurred
in spite of the immediate use of nitrate

of silver. The circular sets forth that

pet dogs, which are kept in heated rooms

and are overfed, and stray curs, which

have no abiding place and are half-
starved, are more likely to go mad than
other dogs. The State Board proclaims
one important fact: Skunks sometimes
have hydrophobia. A rabid skunk is

not a pleasant object of thought; but the

good people of Western Massachusetts,
where skunk-hunting is a popular sport,
ought to be warned against the perils of

the chase.

Does not this first section repeal in p,

is Now in the face of act 20, approved
d March 3, 1876, and known as "The New
fI Orleans Pacific Railway act," we find a
s. ection (34) in act 101 of extra session of

to 1877, which reads: "That this act (re-
r member the present act of 1877) shall
,i- take effect from and after its passage,
-y and all laws in conflict with its provis-
ly ions be and the same are hereby re-
nearenl."

This act of 101 of 1877 certainly goes t
into immediate effect. Mr. Landry
has already been appointed the registrar i
according to its requirement; and the
old registration act has been repealed
by it, and of course the old registration
cancelled. This new law was approved
April 30 1877, and Immediately displaced
the old law and canceled the old regis-
tration list of voters.

But let us take another view of this
New Orleans Pacific Railway act.
This act we have seen was approved
March 3, 1876. I beg to offer an im-

portant extract from section one of this
said act, to wit; "If the vote shall be
in favor of the tax, said tax shall be
deemed and is hereby declared to be
levied for the year 1876, from the date of
the election, on the assessment of 1875,
shall be payable at once, and exigible
one month after such election; during
the succeeding years it shall be levied
and be payable and exigible in the same
manner and at the same time as other
city taxes," etc.

It is very clear, then, that according
to the specific terms of this New Or-
leans Pacific Railway act, this tax can
only be voted for and levied under said
vote during the year "1876." It cannot
be voted for in 1877, for during the suc-
ceeding years (1877, 1878 and 1879) it
shall be levied and be payable and ex-

igible (how, not under a vote,) in the
same manner and at the same time as
other city taxes.

Now, has this been done? I answer
no. Can we vote in 1877 to tax property
for 1876, when the vote was required to
be taken in 1876 for that very purpose ?
I believe not, for such a meisure would
be retroactive, and consequently void.i

I believe the New Orleans Pacific
Railway, in not having been submitted
to a vote in 1876, to have lost all its
rights and privileges. It cannot be voted
t for in 1877, because to do so would be
to violate the law of its existence. If it
cannot exist under the act of its crea-
tion, and if it cannot violate that act
and live the Pacific Railway tax is a
dead and buried institution.
, In conclusion, where does act 101 of
the extra session of 1877 make any ex-
ception in favor of a local election or in
r favor of the New Orleans Pacific
Railway tax? I have failed to find any
such exceptional clause.

The Saltiness of the Sea.

Scientific men of all ages have been
puzzled to assign plausible reasons for
the saltishness of sea-water. Two-
thirds of the globe may be said to be
covered by the sea; and, therefore, tak-
ing an average depth at 3000 yards, and
that this body of water contains 3j per
centum of salt, we have consequently
existing in the sea no less than 60,000,-
000,000,000 tons of salt. Were all this
water to be dried up, then we should
have a deposit of dry salt over the entire
bottom of the seas equal to 150 yards in
thickness. Were it all taken from the
sea and spread equally over the whole
surface of the dry land, it would make a
covering 900 feet in depth.
