NEw ORLEANS, May 21, 1877.
To the Hon. Ed. Pilabury, Mayor of New Orleans:

Deazr Sir-In accordance withresoluMion of City
Counc 1, we, the undersigned, appointed a com-
mittee by your honor, to examine charges made
by the Grand Jury against the City Workhouse,
beg leave to report that we visited the Workhouse,
Sunday, 20th inst., between the hours of 11 a m.
and 12 m., and found, upon examining the books
of the institution, that on the 2d May there was
sent to the Workhouse, from the Second Police
Court, Judge Miltenberger, one white man, named
in commitment Dummy. We also found entry of
the same party having been sent to hospital on
the 3d !nst. Upon visiting Charity tspial, we
learned from the clerk that on the 3d of May
there was admitted to the hospital one deaf and
dumb white man, who was entered on the books
as name unknown; disease, imbecility; that the
man was in need of medical treatment, which he
received for several days, when he left the hoe-
pital without having been discharged.

In reference to charge second of the Grand
Jury, we examined theoffioers of the Workhouse.
and all of them, with the exception of one P.
O'Brien, unnder warden,) who was at court, as
evidenced by his subpena of that date, state posi-
tively that they were at their posts of duty at the
time the three gentlemen, representing them-
a -lves as a sub-committee of the Grand Jury, were

in the yard of the Workhouse.

t e son p,to,, ,dallydistributed to the pootrr s
lndigent at the sonpnouee. The boileru and fur.
naoes 1* which the soup, etc., Is ooke4 tor the
souphrnee are In the Workhouse yard.
