Our worthy and wise nelghbors, the
Pieayune and Times, aro In sore distress
over the defent of the proposition to
levy o tax upon this elty for the benefit
of the New Otleans Paclfio Rallway.
Reading thelr diatribea yosterday morn-
ing agnainst those who were so besotted
with ignorance as to ontertain an opinion
op this question different from that ex-
pressed by them, one might be led to
puppoee thav those two great journal-
{stie luminaries hold a monopoly of the
intelligence, patriotiem and honesty of
New Orleans.

The Picayiune and Times for twelve
months or more have been the violent
it not vigorous advooated of the propos-
tion to levy this tax, withoul haviog, in
all that time, printed a giogle intelligent
argument in its favor or & single article
displaylng any comprehension of the
tailroad scheme and its connection with
the railroad system of Texas, Yet‘'vast
load cf barnacles,” “chronio cbstruc-
tlonlsts,” ‘‘sors heads,” “‘gram blers
Blind to their own interests,” are a few
of the refined and courteous epltheta
they yesterday morning hestowed upon
those gentlemen whose views on this
subject were 8o sound in prineiple, and
whose influence was go large, that they
overwhelmingly defeated a proposition
to the support of which these two ex-
ceedingly wise, virluous and progressive
nowapapers have been trylng to rally
the people for over a year.

We should have been glad during the

Our Washington corresponderit, whoge
raoy lotter will be found in the Demo-
orat this morning, is no doubt correot in
saying that the only diffloulty in the
way of CGen, Thomas is the want of
money, An abundance of well drilled
and stalwart men may be had both in
the North and West. But to equip and
move an expedition large enough to
effeot a lodgment upon Mexican eoil
would require, we fear, a much larger
sum of money than capitalists are will-
ing to venlture upon a desperate and un-
oertain enterprise.

Mexloo, with its milnes of gold and
allver, its flelds of sugar and coffee, Its
spioces and gums, its rioh woods and pre-
olous dyes, would be as eplendid o prize
a3 that which Eoglaad foally won
through * that little sally of Clive from
Fort Bt, David,"” But Clive was the
sgent of arich and powerful company
of merchanta and capitalists, and the
power of all Evgland rallied to the sup-
port of the sohere which his little sally
inaugurated. Gen. Thomas is backed by
no eapital; he is likely to meet with the
op position of the Untted Htatea govern-
ment before hia plans are perfected, and
il hels the voluble tallker and faneiful
theotist our correspondent represents
him to be, we doubt if he possesses thosa
solid qualities which mude Olive a sols
dier and & conqueror.

The plan of operalions so graphically
sltetched by Mr, Buell, in his lstter tv
the Dremocnar, Is certainly a very
attractive one; and there is no doubt
that o real leader could organige as
large an artmy of the best soldiers in
the world as would be necessary to cagry
{t out, il the needed funds could bo ob-
talned, Whether this shall be done or
not, will depend upon the qualifications
of Gen, Thomas for the arduous but ad-
venturoua buslness he has engaged in.
If he has the indomitable energy, per-
severance and courage of Walker, and
the unfaltering faith in himself which
fnspired that gallant but unfortunate
leader, whose life was & herole poemn,
thete is no' reason why he should not
gucceed.

The tendencies of Amerioan thought
and Amerloan progress are in accord
with bis purpose. Mexico, Central
America and the Weat India Islands,
now the geats of an inbeolle and degrad-
ing civilisation, under whose shadow the
onerglea of man seem to decay and
Christianity to rot, ought to be tho
sbodes of the highest American elv.
{lization and the largest commercial
wealth, 'The arbitrary and - unwise
policy adopted by their Bpanish dis-
covergrs and congurerors, and rooted
in their systems, has been for cen-
turies n Dblight and a curse which
can only bo exorcised by the force of
arms and the infusion of Anglo-Baxon
ideas and vigor into thelr governments,

After these maguificent reglons had
been discovered, the tendency of emi-
gratlon from France and Eagland was
towards them. But the jealous and ra-
paclous Spaniards prohibited all immi-
gratlon therein except from Spain, The
most rigld and intolerant regulations
were made with reference to the com-
merece of these colonles. 8painalone was
allowed to be the benefloiary of it. Even
the commercial intercourse of one ool-
ony with another was prohiblted. These
are but a few features of a policy which
naturally retarded the advancement of
clvilization and the development of the
regources of the regal countries to the
south of us,

The Bpanish population was small and
in time the vast numerjoal supariority
of the Indians overcame the law
throwgh the operations of which the
superior race absorbs the inferior and
produced the mongrel race which now,
with the pure Indians, inhabit and
curse those regions. The hardy and
progressive emigrants from England,
France and other European countries,
prohibited from emering the rich colo-
nies of Spain, planted themselves In
other latitudes, and out of a more
sterile soil, under a more inhospitable
sky, and in the face of savage and bar-
barous foes, created wealth, civiliza-
tion and commerce, while the tyran-
nical and intolerant policy of the Bpan-
jards blighted, ruined and cursed the
richest regions upon the broad earth.

The American idea ol the conquest of
Mexico, manifested in our numerous
filibustering movements, i3 the out-
growth of a natural tendency to re-
volt against the anomalous condition
of things which the Spanish policy
and the imbecllity of the original and
mongrel races have established in the
Spanish American States. It has been
said with much trath that Turkey is
an anomaly in Europe. It may be also
said with truth that Mexicaniam is an
anomaly in America, Our progressive
civilization is the necessary foe of the
revolutionary spiclt and reactionary
tendencies of Mexico, and sooner or
later the stronger and truer civilization
will foree its ideas upon the weaker.

Such a consummation would bea bless-
ing to the world. Around and in the

THE POWER OF THE PRESSH.

The Picayune and Times olaim to be
very great newspapers; they are more
ot less vanerable, and both ure presump-
tuous; both have the largest olroulation
in the Bouthwast ; both have great vigor
in auppressing thoelr oplolons, snd both
watuld have the world belleve that thoy
exerclse a great control over publio
opinion 1n Loulsiann and Now Orleans,

We are pained to say that the facts do
not bear out the last nssumption, unlesa
the sssumption be that measures of
publie polloy are popular and powerful
in proportion to the degree of oppoal-
tlon these two able journals make to
them, Ierhaps thia ia not the higheat
gunallty of foree and influsnoe In publie
affairs, two papers, each with the largest
alreulstion in the southwest, are ambi-
tlous of exerclsing; ye' It ls probably
better to be influentisl in this manner,
than not to be iofivential at all, and so
in justice to our worthy neighbors we
shall show that their combined influ-
once in this line s ns great as that of
the Dasmoonar in the opposite line,

No measura that the Picayune and
Times have advooated in the last
alghteen months, to go no further back,
has been rucoessful, In 1876 both vio-
lently opposed the impeachment of
Kellogg, while the Demoonar, then a
new and almost unknown journsl, ad-
vocated impeachment, and the House
impeached.

For months, and even up to the assem-
bling of the last Htate Conveéntlon, the
Picayune and Times advocated a third
party; the Demoonar appealed fo all
parties opposed to Radioaliam to rally
under the Demooratie-Conservative
bantior for the ealvation of Loulalana.
The Desocnar's views wers carried out
and the State has boen saved.

The Times devoted its columns and
'all its energles to have a gentleman of
great personal popularity nominated
for Governor. We apprehend that the
support of the Times destroyed any
chanoe for the nomination Gov, Penn
may have had, The Democzar had no
choice for the nomination within the
party, but opposed Gov. Penn’s nomi-
pation becsuse it differed widely with
him in polities, and in accordance with
{ta position a gentleman representing
the Democratic-Conservative polioy
was nominated,

The Tiunes and Picayune swore lustily
that if the parish conventlon did not
nominate unobjectionable candidates
for all ofMoes they would bolt the nomi-
patlions and run independent ecandi-
dates., The Demoorar beld that the
erisias was so grave a one that it would
be safer to accept any action of the
parleh convention than to bolt and
oroate dissensions which might endan-
ger the State ticket and lose the cause,
and it appealed to the people to abide the
nominations, The parish convention
made some nominations we know were
objectionable from the stand polat from
which the Picayune and Zimes had
threatened. But these ferocloua and
independent journals never whimpered,
but followed the DeMocRAT into aequare
fight.

The Picayune and Zimes wanted the
public printing glven out to the lowest
bidder, and threatened and bullied {he
Legislature to accomplish that end.
The Democnat sald, let just prices be
established for that work, and then let
the authorlties choose for printer a man
in whose integrity and ability to do the
work they have confldence. The prop-
osition of our nelghbors did not get
twenty votes in both houses,

And finally, omitting many similar
instances of the discomfiture of the
Pic. and Times, they both furiously ad-
vocated the imposition of the railroad
tax. The DemocraT, an earnest friend
of the road, held that the tax was
wrong and dangerous in principle, an
outrage upon property, and thatit ought
not to be voted, and the people came for-
watd and defeated the proposition of
the Pic. and Zimes to tax by an over-
whelming majority.

‘We are sorry that our neighbors have
manifested go much feeling about these
little matters. They can do something
now to advance the road probably by
opposing it. At any rate, we commend
them to accept the situation, and to
temper their overgrown vanity by ob-
gerving that the Dee represents the
views of the French, and the DemocraT
the opinions of the English speak-
ing population of Louisiana and
New Orleans. Nevertheless, our
peighbors should not be disheart-
eped. In a State and clty like
ours, there are many special interests
to be advoecated and defended; much
profitable puffing to he done, and a great
deal of judicious neutrality on delicate
questions to be preserved. These are
wide and often profitabla flelds of jour-
nalism, to which our frlends, since the
