Aceording to the most |
trustworthy information, the present strength
of the Turkish army, exclusive of resorves in
formation, on the other side of the Balkans,
is three hundred battalions  of Infantry,
seventy-two squadhrons of horse, three hun-
dred cannon and about elght thousand fort-
rese artillery and engineers,  Of these, forty-
five: battalions are stationed at Widdin, thirty-
six at Rustehuk, fifty-five at Shumla, thirty-
aight ot Varna, thirty-six at Silistria, amd the
romaining twenty hatfalions are divided be-
tween  Nicopolis, Silistria, Turtukia, the
the Dobrudseha and various places of more
or less importance in Danubian Bulgaria.
Every battalion, on an average, may be
asaumed Lo contain 750 men. Contributions
from Nisch, it is true, are considerably below
the standard, but, on the other hand, numer-
ous Redifl battalions have 1000 men, or even
more.
